	BRIEF MISSION SUMMARY: Alert crews notified and launched to evacuate a burn victim from a cabin 70 mi. south of McGrath AK. Victim was reported to have critical burns to the face and neck resulting from an aviation fuel explosion. Crews flew to the site where the helo air-landed on a frozen lake. The PJ’s, recovered and treated the victim and the crew delivered him to Providence Med Ctr. in Anchorage.  The victim was turned over to PMC staff in good condition, in no acute distress.  Crews then RTB’d, debriefed, reconfigured, and went into crew rest.

Eyes:  Both eyelids and brows burned, no damage to the eyes themselves.  Both P.E.R.L.A

Nose/ Throat: Obvious burns to the nares, nasal hair, throat and airway. Pt stated hi voice seemed to be getting “raspy”. Patient maintained his own airway, trachea midline, no JVD, no other trauma noted

Chest: CBBS in four quadrants, good excursion/expansion, no trauma noted

TREATMENT:  Pt was seated on a wool blanket on the stokes litter in a gunners belt. He self-administered burn gel to his face and kept dabbing his wet towel on his face.  This seemed to make him comfortable, so we had no objections. He was made as comfortable as possible for the 1.5 hr flight. Aside from continually re-evaluating his pain level, breathing and pulse, treatment was limited to pt tolerance.

1700L PT was transferring aviation fuel from a 5 gal. Can to a 55 gal. drum when it ignited from static discharge, engulfing him in flames. PT dove into a snow bank to extinguish himself; his friend assisted him. Once the flames were out, they went into the cabin to assess the damage. After they saw the severity of the burns to the face, they decided to call for rescue.

Drawing NVG’s from OPS during a scramble launch proved to be a hindrance.  It could save time if one guy could get NVG’s for the entire crew. This would save the PJ’s a stop enroute to the aircraft.

We need to develop a better system of warming IV fluids(and keeping them warm) for the Helo team. (Medical is working it)
