	SECTION 4 - LESSONS LEARNED

	Narrative of events: Launched from Kulis with crew and flew to Gulkana Airfield to pick up Park Service Radio and coordinate search efforts.  From Gulkana, crew flew to May Creek airstrip to pick up 1 Park Service Ranger and Guide.   Flew from May Creek airstrip to Dan Creek where we inserted the Park Service Ranger and Guide via hoist at 1200 hrs approx 800 meters East and upriver of victim’s location to conduct ground search because victim’s location was still in question.  Crew began air search of area to locate victim.  One air-refueling conducted during search.  Pilot noticed hat on slope.   Hovered down slope until victim was located.  Inserted one PJ via hoist to evaluate victim.   Victim had obvious signs of rigormortis.  PJ on ground was hoisted back into aircraft, aircraft then departed to pick up Park Ranger and Guide and recovered to May Creek Airstrip to COORDINATE AND gain approval for removal of victims remains.  Flew back to victim’s location with one Park Ranger who stayed on board to photograph recovery.  2 PJ’s inserted via hoist, then FE lowered litter.  PJ’s secured victim’s remains in body bag and litter.  Hoisted 1 PJ via sit harness, then litter with remains via tag line being tended by remaining PJ on the ground.  Last PJ then hoisted via sit harness.  Departed scene and transferred victim’s remains to park service and state troopers at may creek airstrip.  

Only problem encountered was park service radio had no earpiece and crew was unable to communicate air to ground/ground to air with park service ranger and guide.  no solution to problem at the time
