This was in a remote area of Alaska in which a critically injured patient required evacuation to medical facility.

Spinal Immobilization was completed at the site after REMOVAL from the vehicle.  Patient was placed on the aircraft for immediate evacuation to Alaska Regional Hospital.  Respirations were assisted using the BVM and Oxygen @15l/m.  Bagging the patient became difficult and the primary survey noted SQ emphysema R shoulder area.  R chest was decompressed using two 14-ga catheters mid axillary.  IV NS L. ac 18ga, 250 cc bolus X2.  Intubation was attempted enroute, unsuccessful due to muscle rigidity.  Unable to assess lung sounds due to background noise.  Patients HR decreased after chest decompression, oxygen saturation maintained in the high 90’s throughout the flight.  The second needle decompression was accomplished after the patients breathing became labored Pt. R chest mid axillary.

	The importance of a secondary survey and reassessment during transportation. Pro Paq was invaluable in helicopter transportation for monitoring Pt while busy treating life threatening respiratory difficulties.  Portable manual suction “V-Vac” is inadequate as a viable suction unit on a patient who needs suction.  An electric portable suction unit compatible with the aircraft needs to be available.
