	Mission Narrative:
At approximently 0800 hours on March 19 2001 the 304th Pararescue team was alerted to a fallen climber near the Eagle creek wilderness.   Two Pararescueman where called in for the mission, TSgt Ross Willson and MSgt Matt Ramp. They’re where two pilots, one flight engineer, and one gunner. The H-60 took off at approximently 0900 hours.  The flight time to the site was 15 minutes.  Upon arrival to the scene the PJ’s communicated to the local sheriff that was the SAR coordinator via the new 148 radios.  The sheriff did not have an exact location for the survivor.  We did get the information on the extent of the survivor’s injuries.  The survivor was hiking the day before on Ruffle Ridge trail with his friend.  He was at a location on the trail where there was a 50-60’ cliff.   The survivor fell backwards hitting his hip and left upper arm. His friend climbed down to his location, and they stayed in that location for the night.  There only survival equipment was a small daypack with some food and clothes.  The survivor’s partner hiked out that next morning, and then we where called.  We attempted to do an aerial search, while the ground team was simultaneously hiking up to the survivor’s location.  After 40 minutes we flew back down to meet up with the sheriff to get a better location for the survivor, (the sheriff did not have his map of the marked location the first time we landed). As we flew up the ridge we spotted some of the ground team, so we followed their progress to the location of the survivor.  The location was extremely tight with cliffs and drop off of up to 200’ around the area.  We determined it would be safer to be hoisted into the locations.  We sent down TSgt. Willson to evaluate the situation.  It was a 100-150’ hoist.  He radioed back to the helo with his 148 that the stokes, back board, medical equipment, and second PJ should be lowered in.  I was lower down via the hoist with the stokes, full of all the medical equipment.  After a more thorough assessment was made we called the helo back to drop off our rope rescue kits.  The helo stated they had approximently 30 minutes until bingo fuel, so we told them to go back and refuel and we would be ready for extrication in one hour.  When we made patient contact he was alert and oriented. The patient was a 45 year old male.  He had never lost consciousness. He complained of left hip, and left upper arm pain.  He was slightly hypothermic and he had bruises and abrasions down his back, legs, and arms. We put a blanket and heat packs over him and he stopped shivering.  There where four other medics from the ground search team on scene with us.  They had made the initial patient contact, so I assigned then with patient care.  They established an I.V. and gave morphine.  Willson and myself set up two low angle belay stations that would be needed to traverse along the hillside to the selected hoist extraction location.  We then assisted in moving the patient onto a backboard with c-spine precautions do to mechanism of injury.  He was then placed into the stokes.  We moved the patient to the extraction location, and the helo returned on scene at about the same time.  TSgt Ross was hoisted up with patient and stokes via a pick- off strap and sit harness I.A.W.  S.O.P..  The hoist height was 150-200’.   I Belayed the stokes going up with a tag line.   The week link in the tag line broke at about the 100’ mark, so the litter, patient, and PJ did some spinning.  The Helo came back around to pick up the rest of the equipment and the remaining PJ.  I was hoisted out with the equipment on the penetrator.  We had a 30-minute flight back to OHSU (Oregon Health Sciences University Hospital), which is a level one trauma center.  In route we maintained the I.V. and hooked up the pro-pack unit to establish vitals.  Patient was stable and comfortable in his pain management.  We landed on OHSU’s Helo pad and where met with a trauma team and gurney.  Patient transfer was smooth.  The ER established that the patient had a fractured hip and left humorous bone.

Personnel: We used the standard sit harness, rock helmet, gloves, survival vest, mission pack (loaded with personal survival gear and mission equipment), and the 148 radio with  tas-c head set.

Team: We used our standard Hardware and Software Rope Rescue packs.

Medical: Stokes, backboard, c-collar, and Pro-pack monitor mission medical kit.

	LESSONS LEARNED: 

 I ran the tag line through a directional carabiner because I was in an awkward location. As the tag line was feeding out while the stokes was going up a tension knot formed, and the week link broke away. The directional should have been avoided.  The 148 radio became invaluable!
