When things were slowed down it became apparent we did not have the required power for insertion or extraction.  We had to drop over 400 lbs of gear, a non-essential gunner and 300 lbs of fuel.  Even after this we approached operational limits of the Helicopter.  Lesson learned, is to adapt the tempo of the missions with the specifics of the circumstances and do a practice run at a similar altitude to ensure power and complete understanding of the insertion/extraction plan - time permitting.
