	LESSONS LEARNED: Pt was found in location where no one suspected she would have gone. She chose to walk down an extremely steep slope as opposed to staying on the flats, where there were multiple roads (which most people thought would have been lines she would not cross). Listen to ground agency (IC) information, as they may have clues that air assets do not. Query ground personnel from time to time for updates on clues. 

Be aware of tree branches/tops hitting PJ/Surv/Ground personnel while conducting hover operations (this was done but personnel were hit multiple times by branches- no injuries: (food for thought))
