Briefed by RCC that Saturday evening the 12th, three snowmachiners were caught in an avalanche 10 miles NE of Paxton, AK. One victim was recovered that night by Army helicopter. The other two were still missing and status unknown. We were going to launch out of Kulis with both the HC-130 and HH-60 Helicopter. The helo would have 3 AMRG and a rescue dog, and the herc would have 4 AMRG and another rescue dog. The plan was to take the helo AMRG and PJ’s directly to the sight and drop them off and then the helo would go to Glenallen and get the other AMRG from the herc and take them to the sight.

	SECTION 3 - POST MISSION

	SUMMARY: 

We arrived on scene and found debris scattered from three hundred to one thousand feet below the ridge. It was decided at that time it was too dangerous to put in a ground team due to the high avalanche danger and steep terrain. We dropped off the AMRG guys, the dog and their gear down in the valley in a safe location. Then we proceeded up to the sight and decided that I would go down on hoist to check out a couple possible areas that might have be victims/survivors. The first 150-foot hoist was to an area one thousand feet below the ridge. When I got down to the site, I found what appeared to be a male victim that was face up, I tried to clear the snow, ice and blood from the face but was un able due to the ice. The helmet was cracked and body was completely frozen. Appeared victim had died in fall. I was then picked up via the hoist and we went to another site that looked like a pair of pants. This site was a little more difficult because it was in between two ice walls; the hoist was still about 150 feet. When I got down to the victim, it appeared to be the girl. Her boots had come off during the fall and her lower body was completely frozen. The snow, just like the first victim, had set up like concrete and it would take a lot of time to dig her out. I was then hoisted up to the helicopter, and we picked up our AMRG passengers and then headed to the highway to discuss our options with the trooper helicopter crew that was also on scene. It was decided at that time, by our helicopter crew, the AMRG and theAlaska State Trooper helicopter crew that was on scene, that it was too dangerous to recover the bodies at this time due to the high chance of more avalanches and other cornices breaking off. We returned to base at that time.
