	PRIMARY ASSESSMENT:

( PT was found being carried by four other soldiers; medical personnel to transfer care in HLZ spoke only German and were of no help due to the communication barrier.  

The PT was packaged in an Israeli litter and loaded onto HH-60.  

( Durham conducted primary assessment with Naquin at the legs of the patient. Durham found no entrance wounds (the reason for launch).  

( Naquin applied a finger pulse ox and O2 sat to establish vitals, while Durham placed the patient on a nasal canulla at 6 LPM.  

( Durham prepared to give an I.V. NS. Established in the patients left anticubital fosa with an 18g angio cath. 500cc bolus Normal Saline (NS).  

( Finger pulse ox showed: Pulse; 88, O2 Sat.; 99. PT Respirations; 15, BP 100/Palp.

( Durham and Naquin started the secondary survey with no new findings.  

( Second set of vitals: O2 Sat at 99, HR 83, BP 100/Palp. PT temp was 38.2C/ or 102F.  

( Acute appendicitis is what we believe to be the cause of the patients problem.  Only after translating a small sheet of paper handed to  Naquin by a German teammate prior to departure from the LZ, did we learn that the Germans suspected the same.  

( Third set of vitals taken: PT O2 sat at 100% with 6 LPM NC, Pulse 86, and BP 98/Palp.  

( Fourth set of vitals: BP at 98/palp, 100% O2 at 6 LPM with NC. Pulse 88 and RR 18, Eyes; PEARLA, second bag of normal saline spiked. 

( Despite PT pain, no morphine given.  No compromise to the skull, mouth or neck. Chest raise and fall with respirations. Abd soft to touch. Pelvis intact with no pain on exam. Right Leg intact.  Left Leg intact. Right Arm intact. Left Arm intact.  Team monitored Airway continuously. 

( Durham monitored Vitals and PT’s over-all comfort for the duration of transport.

( Land at K2. PT was transferred over to Medical personnel
