	4.  BRIEF MISSION SUMMARY: Snowboarder fell off Cooper’s Spur on NE side Mt Hood. 304 RQS HH60 went to locate and assess individual. After approx 5 minute of searching he was located. LT Nelson was dropped off at Cloud Cap (approx 6000’) with extra equipment. LT Willson and TSgt Vanzanten were inserted approximately 200m downhill and moved to individual’s location. Upon assessment individual was found to be deceased. Body was secured and placed in body bag. LT Willson belayed TSgt Vanzanten and body down on a low-angle lower approximately four rope lengths to approximately the insertion site. Body was placed in stokes and hoisted into helicopter. TSgt Vanzanten and LT Willson were then hoisted. Helicopter flew to Cloud Cap, picked up LT Nelson and equipment then flew to Hood River Airport. County Sheriff and Coroner were waiting at airport for transfer of body. HH60 and PJs returned to Portland.

Insertion was on glacier, in a relatively flat area. Helicopter could not land, but could hover at 3’-4’. PJs were roped together for movement on glacier. LT Willson jumped out while TSgt Vanzanten monitored rope. LT Willson moved out to rope length, then TSgt Vanzanten jumped. There were no problems encountered.
