	SECTION 4 - LESSONS LEARNED

	After retrieving first hiker PJ was sent back out the door on hoist to retrieve 2nd hiker. PJ started to oscillate on descent and was raised before reaching 2nd hiker. Upon inspection of hoist cable it was noticed wire was starting to fray. So after some discussion, it was decided that we would rappel to 2nd hiker and short-haul him off Mountain. The short haul technique is one used primarily by Denali park rangers to rescue climbers in locations where you could not land a helo. So after rappelling down to hiker, he was placed in horse-collar, horse collar was tied off to rappel rope, and both PJ and hiker were flown out of ravine to river  bed below.  Once they were safely on the ground rope was released and helo landed beside the two to pick them up. 

The short haul was a very quick and safe way of retrieving the 2nd hiker. Perhaps we should practice them as part of our AIE’s.
