After approximately 2 hours of searching, the hiker was found near the confluence of Raven Creek and Eagle River. Hiker was met by the PJ’s, did not complain of any injuries and then walked to the aircraft on his own power. Transport to Alaska Regional was approximately 15 minutes. Patient declined stretcher or wheel chair and walked into the hospital.
