SUBJECT:  Interim Guidance on Post Deployment Outprocessing Actions

1.  Documentation of medical encounters in the deployed environment is a key part of our responsibility for providing medical care to our personnel.  Please implement this interim policy change immediately.

2.  Each deployed EMEDS Commander ensures the following actions have been completed prior to members returning to their home station.  This policy applies to all service members deployed to your location (Army, Navy, Marine, civilian, and contractor).


a.  Member must complete a DD Form 2796, Post-Deployment Health Assessment.  A Medical/Public Health technician will review it immediately upon completion.  



1.  On page 2 of the DD Form 2796, remind the patient to list any medications they might have taken while in theater.  Malaria Prophylaxis, P-Tabs or any other drugs they have concerns about should be listed in the comments block on question #6 of page 2, since no place is provided on the form.



2.  Patients that, due to their unique exposures to local nationals, have specific concerns about exposure to TB or other diseases annotate the form with their concerns.


b.  All SF 600 overprints related to the Smallpox Vaccine Implementation Program (SVIP), both screening and results forms, will be placed in the patients DD Form 2766, for filing in the patients medical record upon to return to home station.


c.  All patient visits/forms both from GEMS and hand written documentation must be placed in the patients DD Form 2766 for filing in the patients medical record at their home duty station. 


d.  Any other medical documentation related to the members in-theater health care should also be placed in the patients DD Form 2766, this includes Physical Therapy, Dental or other visits.  If there are Life Skills records, the Life Skills providers will determine the sensitivity of these records, make a local determination as to their inclusion in the DD Form 2766 or if they should be mailed back to Life Skills at the patients home duty station.


e. Members with positive responses to questions 2 through 6 on page 2, will either meet immediately with or be scheduled for an appointment with a health-care provider (physician, nurse practitioner, PA, or IDMT) prior to their AOR departure.  Following this patient visit, the DD Form 2796 will be placed in/with the patients DD Form 2766, Adult Preventive and Chronic Care Flowsheet.  A health care provider must sign all DD Forms 2796.  

3.  Upon completion of the medical outprocessing steps above, Public Health, Patient Administration or other tasked element, will ensure all the documentation discussed above is placed inside the DD Form 2766.  The DD Form 2766 will then be packaged in an envelope, sealed with tape and marked:  “THIS ENVELOPE MUST BE DELIVERED TO PUBLIC HEALTH AT YOUR HOME DUTY STATION.  IMPORTANT MEDICAL DOCUMENTATION ENCLOSED.”  The envelope should be given to the patient to be hand carried to their local Medical Treatment Facility and turned in to the Public Health during post-deployment inprocessing.  

4.  Every attempt should be made to standardize this process.  Our plan is to complete this same type of outprocessing across the entire theater.  We must ensure proper medical documentation of exposures during the member’s deployment and that these documents make it into the patient’s medical record.  Please stress to the patients the importance of this information.  It is important that we be able to file these records so we have a good clinical view of their exposures during their deployment in case of future medical concerns.
