1.  PURPOSE.  THIS USCENTAF MESSAGE PROVIDES FORCE HEALTH PROTECTION INSTRUCTIONS FOR AFFOR DEPLOYING TO THE USCENTCOM AOR.  IT IS UNDERPINNED BY CURRENT USCINCCENT GUIDANCE (REF A) AND USCENTAF REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS (REF B).  IT IS INTENDED TO PROVIDE "ONE-STOP SHOPPING" FOR ACTIVE DUTY AND RESERVE COMPONENT (RC) AIR FORCE UNITS MEDICALLY READYING AIRMEN TO DEPLOY IN SUPPORT OF OPERATIONS IRAQI FREEDOM (OIF) OR ENDURING FREEDOM (OEF).

2.  PREDEPLOYMENT MEDICAL/DENTAL REQUIREMENTS AT HOME STATION.

2.1.  ALL PERSONNEL (I.E., UNIFORMED SERVICE MEMBERS, GOVERNMENT CIVILIAN EMPLOYEES AND CONTRACTOR EMPLOYEES) DEPLOYING TO THE THEATER MUST BE MEDICALLY AND PSYCHOLOGICALLY FIT FOR DEPLOYMENT.  REFS A, T, V, W AND X PROVIDE GUIDANCE FOR CIVILIANS AND CONTRACTORS.

2.1.1.  FITNESS SPECIFICALLY INCLUDES THE ABILITY TO ACCOMPLISH THE TASKS AND DUTIES UNIQUE TO A PARTICULAR OPERATION, AND ABILITY TO TOLERATE THE ENVIRONMENTAL AND OPERATIONAL CONDITIONS OF THE DEPLOYED LOCATION, INCLUDING WEAR OF PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT AND USE OF REQUIRED PROPHYLACTIC MEDICATIONS.

2.1.2.  UNIT COMMANDERS MUST IDENTIFY TO THE MEDICAL TREATMENT FACILITY AT LEAST 30 DAYS PRIOR TO DEPLOYMENT ALL PERSONNEL IDENTIFIED FOR DEPLOYMENT.  COMPETENT MEDICAL AUTHORITY MUST HAVE ADEQUATE TIME TO SCRUTINIZE EACH PERSON'S MEDICAL READINESS TO DEPLOY USING MEDICAL/DENTAL RECORDS, AF DATA SYSTEMS AND DOD SCREENING TOOLS.

2.2.  MEDICAL RECORDS SCREENING:

2.2.1.  UPDATE DD 2766 (OR AF 1480A), ADULT PREVENTIVE AND CHRONIC CARE FLOWSHEET, TO IDENTIFY ANY POTENTIAL DISQUALIFYING MEDICAL OR PSYCHOLOGICAL CONDITIONS.  (REFER AND FOLLOW-UP AS REQUIRED).

2.2.2.  IDENTIFY AND REVIEW ANY DUTY-LIMITING PROFILES AND ASSIGNMENT LIMITATIONS IAW REF T. 2.2.2.1.  UNRESOLVED HEALTH CONDITIONS (INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO PREGNANCY, PSYCHIATRIC AND DENTAL CONDITIONS) MAY POSE A THREAT TO ALL DEPLOYING PERSONNEL, HINDER THE OPERATIONAL MISSION AND UNNECESSARILY BURDEN THE IN-THEATER MEDICAL SYSTEM.

2.2.2.2.  WHILE COMPULSORY PREDEPLOYMENT PREGNANCY TESTING IS NEITHER APPROPRIATE NOR REQUIRED, WOMEN SHOULD ENSURE THEY ARE NOT PREGNANT PRIOR TO DEPLOYING.  PREGNANT WOMEN WILL BE RETURNED TO HOME STATION IMMEDIATELY AND THE HOME UNIT MUST PROVIDE A REPLACEMENT.

2.2.3.  CURRENT PREVENTIVE HEALTH ASSESSMENT (PHA)/RCPHA.  (NOTE:  DUE/OVERDUE OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH EXAMS AND CLINICAL PREVENTIVE SERVICES SHOULD BE COMPLETED IF TIME AND RESOURCES PERMIT; HOWEVER, NEITHER IS REQUIRED TO BE CURRENT FOR DEPLOYMENT).

2.2.4.  G6PD, SICKLEDEX, DNA, BLOOD TYPE (ONE-TIME REQUIREMENTS; VERIFY COMPLETION AND ACCURATE DOCUMENTATION).

2.2.5.  HIV TEST (CURRENT WITHIN 24 MONTHS OF DEPLOYMENT DATE) IAW REFS A AND U.

2.2.6.  PREDEPLOYMENT SERUM SAMPLE ON FILE WITH DOD SERUM REPOSITORY (CURRENT WITHIN 12 MONTHS…REPEAT, 12 MONTHS…OF DEPLOYMENT) FOR JCS-DEFINED DEPLOYMENTS OF 30 DAYS OR MORE IAW REF D, REF K AND REF O.  (NOTE:  A SERUM SAMPLE IS AUTOMATICALLY SENT TO THE DOD SERUM REPOSITORY IF THE DEPLOYING INDIVIDUAL HAS HIV TESTING ACCOMPLISHED IAW PARA 2.2.5).

2.2.7.  DENTAL CLASS I OR II.

2.3.  CURRENT IMMUNIZATIONS:

2.3.1.  TETANUS/DIPHTHERIA (WITHIN 10 YEARS).

2.3.2.  HEPATITIS A SERIES.

2.3.3.  HEPATITIS B SERIES (OCCUPATIONALLY-EXPOSED PERSONNEL). AT A MINIUMUM, MEMBERS OF THE FOLLOWING CAREER FIELDS SHOULD BE VACCINATED:  MEDICAL, MORTUARY AFFAIRS, EOD, AND LAW ENFORCEMENT INCLUDING OSI

2.3.4.  INFLUENZA (CURRENT YEAR).

2.3.5.  TYPHOID (INJECTABLE WITHIN 2 YEARS OR ORAL WITHIN 5 YEARS).

2.3.6.  MENINGOCOCCAL, QUADRIVALENT (WITHIN 5 YEARS).  REQUIRED ONLY FOR THOSE COUNTRIES FOR WHICH AFMIC ASSESSES THE RISK AS ABOVE THE US BASELINE (OR IAW MAJCOM-SPECIFIC POLICY [E.G., AMC]).  CURRENTLY INCLUDES:  EGYPT, SUDAN, ETHIOPIA, ERITREA, DJIBOUTI, SOMALIA AND KENYA IAW REF A AND REF E.

2.3.7.  YELLOW FEVER (WITHIN 10 YEARS).  REQUIRED ONLY FOR THOSE COUNTRIES FOR WHICH AFMIC ASSESSES SIGNIFICANT RISK (OR IAW MAJCOM-SPECIFIC POLICY (E.G., AMC)).  CURRENTLY INCLUDES:  SUDAN, ETHIOPIA, ERITREA, DJIBOUTI, SOMALIA AND KENYA IAW REF A AND REF E.

2.3.8.  ANTHRAX/SMALLPOX VACCINES.  ALL MEMBERS DEPLOYING TO HIGH THREAT AREAS (IAW <<http://chembio.xo.af.pentagon.smil.mil>>) FOR THE SPECIFIED MINIMUM LENGTH OF "BOOTS ON THE GROUND" DEPLOYMENT (ANTHRAX, MORE THAN 15 DAYS; SMALLPOX, 1 DAY), NEED TO BE CURRENT FOR ANTHRAX (TARGET IS MINIMUM 3 DOSES) AND/OR SMALLPOX IMMUNIZATIONS PRIOR TO DEPARTURE FROM HOME STATION, AND MAINTAIN COMPLIANCE WITH THE FDA-RECOMMENDED SHOT SCHEDULE WHILE AT ALL DEPLOYED LOCATIONS AND UPON REDEPLOYMENT (SEE EXCEPTION AT PARA 2.3.11).  VACCINATE IAW REF F AND REF G.

2.3.9.  FOR ASPLENIC PERSONNEL (THOSE HAVING NO SPLEEN) ONLY:  PNEUMOCOCCAL VACCINE (GIVE ONE REVACCINATION FIVE OR MORE YEARS AFTER INITIAL PNEUMOCOCCAL VACCINATION).

2.3.10.  POLIO, MEASLES AND RUBELLA VACCINES.  NEARLY ALL SERVICE MEMBERS RECEIVED THESE VACCINATIONS EARLY IN THEIR MILITARY TRAINING.  AT PRE-DEPLOYMENT, ADMINISTER ONLY IF THERE IS SPECIFIC REASON TO BELIEVE THE MEMBER DID NOT RECEIVE THESE IMMUNIZATIONS EITHER DURING ROUTINE CHILDHOOD VACCINATION OR MILITARY ENTRY.

2.3.11.  AS A GENERAL RULE, NO REQUIRED IMMUNIZATION WILL BE DEFERRED UNTIL ARRIVAL IN THE AOR.  EXCEPTION:  DEPLOYERS HAVING A HOUSEHOLD MEMBER WITH CONTRAINDICATIONS FOR THE SMALLPOX (VACCINIA) VACCINATION (MEDICAL TEMPORARY) MAY BE ALLOWED TO DEPLOY UNVACCINATED (FOR SMALLPOX ONLY) AND WILL BE VACCINATED AT THE DEPLOYED LOCATION AT THE TIME OF THEATER MEDICAL INPROCESSING.  INCLUDE THEIR SMALLPOX SCREENING QUESTIONNAIRE AS PART OF THEIR DD 2766, DEPLOYED MEDICAL RECORD.  FOLLOW CURRENT GUIDANCE ON IMMUNIZATION WAIVER REQUESTS AND VACCINE ADVERSE EVENT REPORTING IAW REF P.

2.3.12.  ENSURE PROMPT DOCUMENTATION OF ALL IMMUNIZATIONS IN THE AFCITA ELECTRONIC TRACKING SYSTEM.

2.3.13.  TUBERCULOSIS (TB) SCREENING.  ROUTINE PREDEPLOYMENT TB SKIN TESTING (E.G., IPPD) OF ALL DEPLOYING PERSONNEL IS NOT REQUIRED IAW REF D.  THE REQUIREMENT FOR POST-DEPLOYMENT TB SCREENING WILL BE BASED ON AN ASSESSMENT OF EXPOSURE RISK IAW CDC GUIDELINES BY HOME STATION MEDICAL PERSONNEL (USUALLY PUBLIC HEALTH).  HELPFUL TOOLS TO CONDUCT THE RISK ASSESSMENT ARE LOCATED ON THE AFIOH TB HOME PAGE AT:  <HTTPS://GUMBO.BROOKS.AF.MIL/PESTILENCE/TB>.

2.4.  MALARIA PROPHYLAXIS:  FOLLOW REQUIREMENTS IAW REF C.

2.5.  ADMINISTER DD 2795, PREDEPLOYMENT HEALTH ASSESSMENT QUESTIONNAIRE (FOR JCS DEPLOYMENTS OF 30 DAYS PLUS) WITHIN 30 DAYS OF DEPLOYMENT IAW REF K.  RECONCILE POSITIVE RESPONSES.  MEMBER MUST SIGN.  ORIGINAL DD 2795 IS PLACED IN MEMBER'S PERMANENT MEDICAL RECORD, A COPY FORWARDED TO ARMY MEDICAL SURVEILLANCE ACTIVITY AND A COPY PLACED IN THE DD 2766 (OR AF 1480A) IAW REF D.

2.6.  PREPARE THE DEPLOYMENT MEDICAL RECORD, TO BE SEALED, LABELED, HAND-CARRIED BY THE TROOP COMMANDER (OR ACCOMPANYING MEDICAL ELEMENT [WHEN APPLICABLE] OR MEMBER IN THE CASE OF INDIVIDUAL MOBILIZATION) AND TURNED IN TO THE DEPLOYED MEDICAL SUPPORT UNIT IMMEDIATELY UPON ARRIVAL AT THE DEPLOYED LOCATION IAW REF D.  THE ORIGINAL DD 2766 (OR AF 1480A) ACCOMPANYING EACH DEPLOYING MEMBER MUST CONTAIN:

2.6.1.  ANNOTATION OF BLOOD TYPE AND RH FACTOR, HIV, DNA, G6PD AND SICKLEDEX.

2.6.2.  ANNOTATION OF CURRENT MEDICATIONS AND ALLERGIES.  INCLUDE ANY FHPPP PRESCRIBED AND DISPENSED TO AN INDIVIDUAL IAW REF M.

2.6.3.  LISTING OF SPECIAL DUTY QUALIFICATIONS.

2.6.4.  ANNOTATION OF CORRECTIVE LENS PRESCRIPTION.

2.6.5.  MEDICAL SUMMARY SHEET IDENTIFYING CURRENT AND PAST MEDICAL AND SURGICAL CONDITIONS/PROBLEMS.

2.6.6.  COPY OF DD 2795.

2.6.7.  COPY OF DD 2766C, COMPUTERIZED IMMUNIZATION RECORD (NOTE:  PHS 731, YELLOW SHOT RECORD, IS AN ACCEPTABLE SUBSTITUTE IF IT IS CURRENT AND MATCHES DATA IN THE AFCITA ELECTRONIC TRACKING SYSTEM).

2.6.7.1.  FOR EACH DEPLOYER, THIS DD 2766C COPY (OR PHS 731) MUST ACCURATELY REFLECT THE CURRENT STATUS FOR ALL IMMUNIZATIONS AT THE TIME OF DEPARTURE.  NOTE:  THAT IS TO SAY, "LAST MINUTE" IMMUNIZATIONS (E.G., THOSE PROVIDED ON THE DEPLOYMENT LINE) MUST BE ANNOTATED ON THE "DEPLOYING" DD 2766C PRIOR TO DEPARTURE.

2.6.7.2.  ANY "LAST MINUTE" IMMUNIZATIONS MUST BE PROMPTLY UPDATED IN AFCITA TO ENSURE RECEIVING MEDICS IN THE AOR HAVE ACCESS TO ACCURATE DATA FOR EACH INBOUND MEMBER.

2.6.8.  COPY OF SMALLPOX MEDICAL SCREENING QUESTIONNAIRE (REQUIRED ONLY IF MEMBER IS MEDICALLY EXEMPT [PERMANENT OR TEMPORARY]).

2.6.9.  DO NOT SEND ORIGINAL RECORDS WHERE COPIES ARE SPECIFIED.  ALL COPIES MUST BE LEGIBLE.

2.6.10.  LOCAL MEDICAL AUTHORITY MUST SIGN MEDICAL CLEARANCES.

2.7.  PERSONNEL MUST BE ISSUED THE FOLLOWING PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT (PPE) / MEASURES:

2.7.1.  A YEAR-ROUND REQUIREMENT EXISTS AT ALL AOR LOCATIONS FOR EVERY MEMBER TO HAVE PPE AGAINST DISEASE VECTORS.  AS OUTLINED BELOW, SOME OF THIS PPE WILL BE ISSUED PRIOR TO DEPARTING HOME STATION AND SOME, DEPENDING UPON DEPLOYMENT DESTINATION, WILL BE ISSUED UPON ARRIVING IN AOR.  SPECIFIC VECTOR-BORNE DISEASE PPE REQUIREMENTS FOLLOW (THESE ARE NON-MEDICAL ITEMS):

2.7.1.1.  ISSUE TO EACH DEPLOYER AT HOME STATION:  INSECT REPELLENT (33% DEET), 3 TUBES (NSN:  6840-01-284-3982).

2.7.1.2.  ISSUE TO EACH DEPLOYER AT HOME STATION:  PERMETHRIN, TO TREAT 3 UNIFORMS (IDA KIT IS PREFERRED, NSN:  6840-01-345-0237; AEROSOL SPRAY CAN METHOD IS ACCEPTABLE, NSN:  6840-01-278-1336).  NOTE-1:  PERMETHRIN AEROSOL SPRAY FOR TREATING UNIFORMS IS NOT PRE-POSITIONED AT ANY LOCATION IN THE AOR.  PERMETHRIN FOR TREATING UNIFORMS, REGARDLESS OF AEROSOL SPRAY OR IDA KIT, MUST BE ISSUED AT THE HOME STATION.  NOTE-2:  BOTH THE PERMETHRIN AEROSOL SPRAY CAN AND IDA KIT HAVE BEEN DEEMED HAZARDOUS CARGO BY TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITIES; AND ARE NOT TO BE HAND-CARRIED BY INDIVIDUAL DEPLOYING MEMBERS.  EVERY EFFORT MUST BE MADE TO TREAT UNIFORMS PRIOR TO DEPARTURE.  WHEN LEAD TIMES ARE INADEQUATE TO ALLOW PRE-TREATMENT OF UNIFORMS, INSTRUCT DEPLOYERS TO INQUIRE ABOUT AEROSOL SPRAY OR IDA KIT UPON ARRIVING AT THE DEPLOYED LOCATION.  NOTE-3:  FACTORY-TREATED INSECT REPELLENT UNIFORMS ARE ALSO AUTHORIZED; SEE APPENDIX D TO REF I FOR NSN INFORMATION).  NOTE-4:  PERMETHRIN DOES NOT DEGRADE NOMEX'S FIRE RETARDANT PROPERTIES; HOWEVER, IT DOES NOT BIND WELL TO THE FABRIC EITHER.  AS A RESULT, REF I RECOMMENDS AGAINST THE USE OF PERMETHRIN ON NOMEX FLIGHT GARMENTS AND ADVANCES NO ALTERNATIVE FOR PRE-TREATING THESE ITEMS.  WHILE IN NOMEX GARMENTS, DEPLOYERS NEED TO RELY ON OTHER COUNTERMEASURES TO PREVENT VECTOR EXPOSURE:  DEET (33%) REPELLENT, SLEEVES DOWN, AVOIDANCE (DUSK/DAWN), WEAR OF BDU/DCU WHEN NOMEX GARMENT NOT REQUIRED, ETC.  NOTE-5:   PERMETHRIN TREATMENT ON BEDNETS IS GOOD FOR ONE YEAR, AT WHICH TIME RETREATMENT (WITH PERMETHRIN) IS INDICATED IAW REF I.

2.7.1.3.  PERSONNEL DEPLOYING TO:  ALI AL SALEM, AL UDEID, AL DHAFRA, BAGHDAD INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT (BIAP), BALAD, BAGRAM, KARSHI-KHANABAD, JACOBABAD, MANAS, TALLIL AND KIRKUK WILL BE ISSUED BED NETTING (NSN 7210-00-266-9736), POLES (NSN 7210-00-267-5641) AND PERMETHRIN AEROSOL SPRAY (FOR TREATING BED NETTING ONLY) FROM AF PREPOSITIONED STOCKS IN THEATER.  PERSONNEL DEPLOYING TO ALL OTHER LOCATIONS MUST BE ISSUED BED NETTING, POLES AND PERMETHRIN AEROSOL SPRAY (FOR PRE-TREATING BED NETTING) PRIOR TO DEPARTING HOME STATION.  THIS IS A YEAR-ROUND REQUIREMENT.

2.7.3.1.  NON-AIRCREW PERSONNEL WILL NOT DEPLOY WITH CONTACT LENSES UNLESS WRITTEN AUTHORIZATION IS PROVIDED BY THEIR HOME-STATION UNIT COMMANDER AND PLACED IN THE INDIVIDUAL'S DD2766, DEPLOYMENT MEDICAL RECORD IAW REFS A AND B,  METHOD/PROCESS FOR ENSURING COMPLIANCE IS LOCAL DISCRETION.  (NOTE:  AIRCREW ON THE SOFT CONTACT LENS PROGRAM MAY DEPLOY WITH CONTACT LENSES AND REQUIRE NEITHER WRITTEN AUTHORIZATION NOR MEDICAL RECORD ANNOTATION).

2.7.4.  OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH PPE (RESPIRATORY/HEARING PROTECTION, PERSONAL DOSIMETER, ETC) IAW REF K.

2.7.5.  GAS MASK WITH CURRENT QUANTITATIVE FIT TEST (IAW REF H).

2.7.6.  NO REQUIREMENT CURRENTLY EXISTS TO HANDCARRY OR BULK SHIP BW/CW ANTIDOTES TO ANY USCENTAF SITE IN THE AOR-SUFFICIENT QUANTITIES EXIST AT ALL USCENTAF BEDDOWN LOCATIONS (I.E., THOSE LOCATIONS FOR WHICH USAF PROVIDES BOS).

2.7.6.1.  EXCEPTION:  ARMY DOES NOT STOCKPILE THESE ANTIDOTES IN THEATER. 2.8.2.8.  EYE PROTECTION.  HARSH ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS AND LACK OF APPROPRIATE USE OF PROTECTIVE GEAR HAVE RESULTED IN NUMEROUS EYE INJURIES AMONG COALITION FORCES, SOME RESULTING IN LOSS OF SIGHT. 

2.8.2.8.1.  ALL:  WEAR GOGGLES (E.G., NSN 8465-01-328-8268) / SUNGLASSES AS NEEDED OR SPECIFIED BY UNIT LEADERSHIP.

2.8.2.8.2.  CONTACT LENS WEARERS:  (A)  USE MUST BE APPROVED BY UNIT COMMANDER AND ANNOTATED IN DD2766 IAW PARA 2.7.3 (NOTE: THIS IS  NOT REQUIRED FOR FLYERS ON THE SOFT CONTACT LENS PROGRAM); (B)  ENSURE SANITARY STORAGE AND HANDLING, INCLUDING HANDWASHING PRIOR TO LENS MANIPULATION; (C) ENSURE ADEQUATE PERSONAL SUPPLY OF CONTACT LENS SOLUTION; (D)  WEAR SPECTACLES IN LIEU OF CONTACT LENSES TO AVOID ADVERSE IMPACTS OF HARSH ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS (DUST, SAND, WIND) AND PROLONGED CONTACT LENS WEAR.
