SUBJECT:  Hazardous Material Management System (HMMS) Air Module

1.  AFMC was recently informed by the HMMS Program Office of their intention to develop a new air module as part of the HMMS to capture air emission data.  We are concerned that this requirement to develop a new module was not fully agreed to by the HMMS users group.  Since this air new module will require extensive funds and manpower to identify, the services must agree up front to fund and support this initiative.  AFMC does not support this effort.

2.  Although AFMC recognizes the need for air quality reporting, we have decided to use an existing system known as the Air Program Information Management System (APIMS).  APIMS is part of the Surgeon General's Command Core System, which is the Air Force Medical Service legacy system for environmental and occupational health programs.  Therefore we do not support the development of a new air module.  AFMC will financially support the requirement to build an interface between HMMS and APIMS in order to share data in support of our reporting requirements.  Request your fullest support in building a successful interface between HMMS and APIMS.
