SUBJECT:  Command Core System (CCS), PIMR, and AFRESS Interface

1.  The AFMS reiterated the CCS as its Occupational Health Database System (Attached) in 1999.  It was fully deployed to all active duty bases in December 2000.  Recently, the AFMOA Public Health Corporate Board asked that Kirtland and Offutt AFBs’ public health offices serve as test bases to identify needed CCS enhancements, prior to institutionizing the CCS throughout the Public Health community. 

2.  Public health users have requested the establishment of a CCS interface with PIMR and AFRESS to eliminate duplicate data entry, and improve compliance analysis.  To date, these users have identified the following interface requirements:

      a.  Pass current CCS Occupational Health AFF2766 dates and medical surveillance requirements, including the personnel assigned to a given Potential Exposure Group to PIMR,
      b.  Pass Quantitative Fit Training (QNFT) gas mask data from CCS to PIMR to identify compliance to this readiness requirement, and
      c

.  Pass occupational illness and injury data from CCS to AFRESS.
3.  We would like to meet with the appropriate PIMR and AFRESS POCs, along with the CCS Program Management office, to define how to meet these user requirements.  We’re available during the week of 24 September 2001, and key CCS personnel are participating in a CCS users conference during this time.
4.  Our success criteria consist of a development/deployment strategy, delineated roles and responsibilities between SGZZ and the AFIERA’s CCS program management office, and a ROM to complete the necessary interfaces.

SUBIJECT: Air Farce Medical Service (AFMS) Occupational and Environmental Health
Informational Management

Command Core System (CCS) is the AFMS legacy system for environmental and
occupational health programs. CCS supports the Defense Occupational Health Readiness System
(DOHRS) concept, standardizing exposure data throughout the Department of Defense. CCS
must be used for storage, archival, retrieval and analysis of occupational health data.

The use of other occupational health systems whose functions are found in CCS
should be immediately curtailed coupled with aggressive transition to CCS. AFMOA/SGOE will
work with AFIA to monitor and report the integration of CCS into daily operations, an essential
milestone to furthering the DOHRS concept.
