Perform triage of patient injuries/disease processes IAW AFI 41-307, Aeromedical Evacuation Patient Considerations and Standards, Attachment 10 Triage/Contingency Operations (War, MOOTW, Homeland Defense, and Disaster Response) throughout the entire decontamination process.

Demonstrate the ability to perform initial and continuous decontamination until patient has crossed the hot line IAW Expeditionary Medical Decontamination Team TTP.

Insure patient personnel affects are identified and processed with the correct patient.

Perform multifunctional role (assigned to them by the EMEDS/CC) by demonstrating the ability to operate all medical equipment assigned to that multifunctional role, including x-ray and lab equipment, IAW operational checklists.
