Authorization – Funded manpower spaces allocated to do a job.  This is the only place a person may be assigned to.

BA (Budget Authority) – Authority provided by Congress, mainly in the form of appropriations, which allows the federal agencies to incur obligations that will eventually result in the payment of government funds.

BAFO (Base Accounting and Finance Office)

BAG (Budget Activity Group)

Baseline PDP – A portion of the funded Air Force program, previously approved and included in the current SYDP.  Its specific level of resources (dollars and manpower) is updated in the SYDP three times during the biennial process; i.e., following the Program Objective Memorandum (POM), Budget Estimate Submission (BES), and President’s Budget (PB).  These PDPs are sometime referred to as “Home” or “Parent” PDPs.  The sum of all Baseline PDPs equals the total AF Program.

Baseline Program = Programs that already exist.  Funding describes the current status and health of the program and serve as a departure point for many adjustments that may need to be done to the program.

Base-Year Dollars = Dollars expressed in their value at the time of the specified base year (current year) of a program, as they were all expended during that year.

BES (Budget Estimate Submission) – The BES is a revision of the POM to reflect the Program Decision Memorandum (PDM).  The adjustments, result from CINC and OSD review of the service POMs and are made in accordance with SECDEF direction.  The BES is developed from July – September.

BOS (Base Operating Support)

BRI (Back Order Release Issue)

Budget – A planned program for a fiscal period.

Budget Cycle – The time necessary to formulate, review, present, and secure approval of the fiscal program.

Budget Program – A part of an appropriation set up in order to identify a significant segment of Air Force operations.

Budget Years – The fiscal years covered by the budget estimate.  A budget uear begins 1 October and ends 30 September of the following calendar year.  Budget years are used by the Federal Government for accounting purposes and coincide with Fiscal Years.  In terms of the FYDP, the Budget Years are those two years which will be submitted to Congress by OMB as the President’s Budget.  Program adjustments within those two years being reviewed by Congress requires congressional approval.  Congress enacts legislation (authorization/appropriation bills) which allows agencies to expend money one year at a time.  That year is usually referred to as the execution year.

Bulk Stores – The initial receiving and storage area for all items of supply and equipment in an MTF.  Items in bulk stores belong to the local Medical-Dental Division (MDD) and are recorded on the accountable stock records.

Cart Levels – Predetermined levels for each item of supply in ready-to-use form and sterile packs stocked on an exchange cart.

Cart Staging Area – A holding area for exchange carts that have been restocked or are just entering into the reprocessing functions.  This may be an area which is contiguously located to bulk stores, assembly and sterilization, or processed stores.

It reflects all changes (additions or deletions) in the resources (dollars and manpower) required to amend a specific portion of the Air Force Program.

CCS (Contamination Control Station)

CEMO (Command Equipment Management Office ) – The major command or separate operating agency organization responsible for managing the command equipment program for other than medical activity assets.

CENTCOM

Central Procurement – Action by designated agencies, such as AFMC and DLA, to obtain consolidated requirements of materiel and services to meet department-wide requirements as distinguished from local purchase.

CFY (Current Fiscal Year)

CHAMPUS (Civilian Health and Medical Program of the Uniformed Services

CHATH (Chemically Hardened Air Transportable Hospital)

CHC (Community Health Clinic)

CINC (Command in Chief)

CIO (Central Industrial Operations

CLS (Contractor Logistic Support) - Contractor provided support to a weapon system or subsystem.  CLS is used when AFLC organic life cycle logistics are not  planned, usually in cases of systems with short operational life, small inventories, or unique support requirements.  In all cases cost-effectiveness is a primary consideration.

CMEMO (Command Medical Equipment Management Office – The major command activity responsible for managing the command medical equipment program.  The CMEMO is a function of the major command surgeon.

Color of Money – BPPBS slang referring to the specific appropriation category involved.

COMACC (Commander of Air Combat Command)

COMPES (Contingency Operation/Mobility Planning & Execution System)  - The AF standard automated data processing subsystem of the JOPES that operations, logistics, and personnel planners at all command levels use to develop and maintain force packages and task requirements for operation plan time-phased force and deployment data. 
Consumable Supply Item – An expendable item that loses its identify when used, cannot be reused for the same purpose, or is not durable enough to last one year.  Drugs, X-ray film, and adhesive tape are examples.

CONOPS (Concept of Operations)

Controlled Medical Item – An expendable item of medical materiel that, because of its susceptibility to misuse and theft, requires special accounting, storage, shipment, and issue precautions.

CONUS (Continental United States)

CC (Cost Category) – Subdivision of an appropriation that is a more specific identification of resources.

Competitive Strategy – A SECDEF directed framework which aligns enduring American strengths against enduring Soviet weaknesses.  All program justification statements, particularly new starts, should include a section which shows how American strengths and/or Soviet Weaknesses are being exploited.

Cost Element – Subdivision of an appropriation category that is a more specific identification of resources.  Work reports available upon request from XPFD provide cost element details.

CP (Centrally Procured) - Action by designated agencies, such as AFMC and DLA, to obtain consolidated requirements of materiel and services to meet department-wide requirements as distinguished for local purchase.
CPD (Central Processing and Distribution)

Delta PDP (Delta Program Decision Package) – A Delta PDP reflects all changes (additions or deletions) in the resources (dollars and manpower) required to amend a specific portion of the Air Force Program.  It can be an Initiative, Disconnect, or Offset.  All actions that revise the program will first be described in Delta PDPs so the impact on the total program can be analyzed.  When the decision is implemented in a program exercise, SAF/AC and AF/PR incorporate the Delta PDPs into the Baseline PDPs and the Delta PDPs disappear.

Disconnect – A Disconnect is that portion of a Baseline program which as become unexecutable because of a mismatch between its resources and the content validated by the Air Staff Board Structure.  Specific Air Force decisions to change the program content or pace in the BPPBS cycle are not candidates for Disconnects in the following year’s cycle.  These represent intentional AF adjustments to programs and must compete as new content in the Initiative  phase of the next cycle if restoration of content is desired.  MAJCOMs and the Air Staff develop Disconnect (Delta) PDPs to fix Baseline programs.

DLA (Defense Logistics Agency) - The agency of the DoD which is responsible for the wholesale management, procurement, and distribution of items of supply common to the military departments.
DLSC (Defense Logistics Service Center)

DML (Director of Medical Logistics) - A Medical Service Corps Officer or civilian equivalent assigned to manage and coordinate all logistics activities in the MTF.  At most small and medium size facilities, the DML is also the Accountable Medical Supply Officer.
DMLSS (Defense Medical Logistics Standard Support)

DMO (Division Management Office)

DMR (Defense Management Review) – A broad review of the DoD management process with primary focus on the acquisition function.

DMSB (Defense Medical Standardization Board

DNBI (Disease and Non-Battle Injuries)

DO (Delivery Order)

DOC Statement (Designated Operational Capability) = The document prepared by the parent MAJCOM that outlines each measured unit’s DOC and contains the unit’s identification, mission tasking narrative, mission specifics, and measurable resources.

DPRB (Defense Program Review Board) (also referred to as DRB) – The SECDEF’s corporate review body.  Acting as a board of directors, the DPRB helps the SECDEF manage the BPPBS by reviewing planning issues and conducting program, execution, and budget reviews.

IPL (Integrated Priority List) – A biennial document which identifies the CINCs’ most important warfighting requirements.  The IPL is developed concurrently with the services’ Program Objective Memorandum (POM) and submitted to the Secretary of Defense and the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff to ensure that the CINCs’ warfighting requirements are included in the DoD budget submission.

MEFPAK (Manpower and Equipment Force Package) – Logistic detail for TA, UTC, LogDet.  A data system that supports contingency and general war planning with predefined and standardized personnel and equipment force packages.  MEFPAK, which operates in the command and control environment, comprises two subsystem:  the MANFOR and LOGFOR.

MEMO (Medical Equipment Management Office) – A functional element within each base medical logistics activity responsible for managing medical and nonmedical in-use equipment at each MTF.  The MEMO is a nonnumbered account normally managed by the DML.

MER (Medical Equipment Repair (activity, officer, or technicaian))

This materiel is required to provide initial stockage allowances to meet planned program requirements or to satisfy a one-time requirement for maintenance or for a project.  Nonrecurring demands normally will not be considered by the supporting supply system in the development of demand based elements of the requirements computation.

Obligation – Contracts or other commitments to pay out money for products or services.

Obligation Rate – The level of actual obligations incurred which must not exceed the Congressionally authorized/appropriated funding level.

ODC (Ozone Depleting Chemicals)

Offsets – Offsets are resources that are identified to “pay” for Disconnects and Initiatives.  Offsets must be identified to fund Disconnects and Initiatives or the program content must be adjusted to meet available resources.  Offsets may come from scaled down programs, cancelled programs, programs that have lesser priority, or repriced programs whose estimates have been lowered.  Both dollar and manpower resources can be used as offsets.

ORD (Operational Requirements Document) – A document prepared by the respective using command that describes pertinent quantitative and qualitative performance, operation, and support parameters, characteristics, and requirements for a specific candidate weapon system.  The ORD documents how a system will be operated, deployed, employed, and supported, and participating commands and agencies.

OSD (Office of the Secretary of Defense)

Organizational Equipment – All equipment items authorized for, or on hand in, an organization to support its mission.  All organizational equipment pertaining to a medical activity will be managed by the base/command MEMO.

ORI (Operational Readiness Inspection)

Outlay – The actual expenditure of money from the U.S. Treasury.  Outlays usually lag behind obligations.

Outyears – The years of the Air Force Program not included in the execution or budget years.

PAM (Prevention and Aerospace Medicine)

PAR (Population at Risk)

PAR (Periodic Automatic Resupply) = A system in which materiel personnel automatically restock using activities storage shelves with routinely used items to predetermined levels.

PB (President’s Budget) – The President’s budget summary for operation of the government.  It is submitted to Congress as a two-year budget (i.e., FY 94-95 PB) with an additional four years of planning data (FY 96-99).  Submission of the PB is from the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) by 1 February for the next fiscal year which begins 1 October.  The DoD input to the PB is the BES modified by PBDs.  The PB update the FYDP baseline.
PBD (Program Budget Decision) – A SECDEF or DEPSECDEF decision authorizing changes to the submitted Budget Estimate and FYDP.  Implemented PBDs are formulated in the PB.

PC (Patient Condition)

PCO (Prime Contracting Office)

PCR (Program Change Request) – An out-of-cycle change to a program submitted by a MAJCOM or the Air Staff.

PDC (Publications Distribution Center)

PDM (Program Decision Memorandum) – The program decision memorandum records the SECDEF or DEPSECDEF’s final decision on POM proposals and approves DoD component POMs as modified by these decisions.  These decisions are directive to the Services in building their BES.

PDO (Publications Distribution Office

PE (Program Element) – An alphanumeric code that is the basic building block for identifying resource requirements in the BPPBS.  PEs are assigned by DoD for specific forces, activities, and support within an MFP.

PEM (Program Element Monitor) – The ACC PEM is responsible for everything that affects a given PE.  PEM responsibilities may include: building CCNs for POM submission, advocating the PE throughout the POM cycle, maintaining documentation of all PE matters, and assisting other PEMs.  The PEM is the expert for any and all information concerning the PE.  The ACC PEM must establish a working relationship with the counterpart Air Force PEM.

PEO (Program Executive Office)

PFMR (Project Funds Management Record) - This is a supply/equipment funds control record used to monitor that portion of the RCCC’s operating budget which is earmarked for purchases from the Air Force Stock Fund divisions.

Pilot Unit - A pilot unit is responsible for developing and maintaining the standard LOGDET for each UTC it has been assigned.  The goal is a uniform package for all units that will use the UTC.

PHO (Public Health Officer)

POM (Program Objective Memorandum) – The Services, Defense Agencies, and SOCOM submit POMs to SECDEF biennially.  The POMs propose military department and Defense Agency total program requirements for the next six years and include rationale for planned changes from the approved FYDP baseline within OSD Fiscal Guidance.

PPBS (Planning, Programming, and Budgetings System)

PPLans (Programming Plans)

PR (Purchase Request)

Prepositioned Reserves – Designated portions of the WRM, Set aside or earmarked for a specific purpose or designated force and prepositioned at a specified and pre-planned point for use.

Prime Vendor – A program in which a “prime” supplier for a commodity line provides the majority of the MTF’s requirements for that commodity line.  The purpose of the program is to shorten the logistics pipeline and make it more reliable.

Processed Stores – A central storage area for all materiel in a ready-to-use form (may include both sterile and nonsterile items).  Processed stores should be in close proximity to the cart staging area.

Program – A complete plan designed to accomplish a stated objective.  Outlines scope, phasing, and resource considerations.

Program Guidance – SECAF/CAF guidance to all Air Force organizations/activities to guide their POM preparation.

Program Review – That portion of the BPPBS process immediately following service submission of the POM.  The resulting decision of the review are published as the PDM and reflected in the BES.

Program Year – A year in the FYDP beyond the Budget Years.  Resources and costs in the program years may be adjusted without approval of Congress.

Property Custodian – An officer, enlisted member, or civilian designated by the chief of the service, commander of the unit having the property, MTF Commander, or the MTF Commander’s designated representative, to maintain custody, care, and safekeeping of property used by activities in the organization.  The property custodian prepares and forwards requests for equipment and supplies.

OA (Quality Assurance) – The management function inspecting, sampling, classifying, evaluating, and reporting materiel to ensure only serviceable items are issued and in use.

REP (Report Extract Programs) 

Requirements – Total validated manpower required to accomplish a job.  This may be equal to or more than your authorizations.

Resources – Dollars, people, materiel, etc., required to support a program.

Retail Stocks – Medical materiel on hand, owned, and controlled by the military services for issue or resale to supported using activities.

Support Equipment – All items of organizational equipment required for the support of units which are not scheduled for physical movement to combat or support positions in the event of emergency or war.

Support Tails – Resources required to support weapon system programs.  Air Force guidance dictates that new programs contain total resource costs.  For example, the F-16 program includes not only the cost of the aircraft but also all support system (spares, training, manpower, facilities, etc.) costs.

TA (Table of Allowance) - An equipment allowance document which prescribes basic allowances of organizational equipment and provides the control to develop, revise, or change EAIDS.

TAES

Target Years/Budget Years – The first two years of the Biennial budget FYDP.  These years are planned, programmed, and expressed in budget detail.

TBTC (Transportable Blood Transshipment Center)

TCN (Transportation Control Number)

TDY (Temporary Duty)

Tenant – An organization or activity of one major command or military department that is supported by a host organization or activity under the jurisdiction of a different major command or military department.

Terminal Audit – An audit requested upon notification of base closure or account deactivation.  The purpose is to ensure closure plans and actions comply with GAO/OMB internal control standards.

TIM (Technical Information Manual)

TMO (Transportation Management Office)

TOA (Total Obligational Authority) – A DoD term which is almost synonymous with Budget Authority (BA) provided by Congress.  It is the authority to enter into obligations for immediate or future payment (outlay) of government funds.  Obligations may be incurred form one to six years depending on the type of appropriation.  In PEM terms, it is the total resource (funding and manpower) amount that can be obligated to implement the approved program(s).

TORR (Total Operational Readiness Requirement)

TPFDL (Time Phased Force Deployment Listing) = Appendix 1 to Annex A of the operation plan (OPlan).  It identifies types and/or actual units required to support the Oplan and indicates origin and ports of debarkation or ocean area.  It may also be generated as a computer listing from the time-phased force and deployment data.

UMMIPS (Uniform Materiel Movement & Issue Priority System) = A standard system for use by the military services, defense agencies, defense contractors, other government agencies, and security assistance program countries to secure the movement of DoD materiel and for requisitioning of materiel from the DoD distribution system.
Unexecutable Program – A program which requires either a content or resource adjustment to be executable.  Resolution can occur in the disconnect or initiative phase consistent with the above definitions.

UOO (Undelivered Orders Outstanding)

UPMR (Unit Personnel Management Roster) – A manpower listing reflecting the personnel assigned to a work center.

USACOM (U.S. Atlantic Command)

USAFA (United States Air Force Academy)

UTC (Unit Type Code) – Personnel, equipment, and/or personnel/equipment. (100+ medical UTCs)

VMI (Vendor Managed Items) - We purchase and the vendor manages.

Wholesale Stocks – Medical materiel owned by DPSC for issue by sale to the military departments.

WMD (Weapons of Mass Destruction)

WMP (War and Mobilization Plan) - Volume 3, part 1, identifies Air Force General Purpose Combat Deployable Forces.  WMP, volume 3, part 2, identifies Combat Support Deployable Forces (for example, transportation, medical, chaplain, communication).
WRM (War Reserve Materiel) - Materiel which must be on hand at the time a conflict begins.  WRM, when added to peacetime operating stocks and mobility resources must be capable of sustaining combat consumption rates until resupply pipelines can become  operative.
