Haven't had a newsletter in a couple of weeks, so here's some info:

IPR
I was at the AFMS IPR meeting last week representing the IM/IT product line and overall we fared o.k.  As you know, FAC 5570's staffing requirements are driven by end-user strength...currenty one IT staff member for every 54 MTF staff members....some MAJCOMs are staffed at higher ratios, some lower.  The goal for FY03 and beyond is to reduce this ratio into the 1:37 range across the AFMS, leveling the field so to speak.  The other functional areas made quite a few changes that will effect our eventual overall numbers, so we'll have a better idea how it'll all play out when they're finished adding/subracting/moving authorizations.

Personal Info on Webpages

Some of you may've seen an email from the AFMS Knowledge Center regarding removing any personal info from webpages (e.g. rosters, phone lists, etc.).  This particular email ONLY concerns pages maintained on the Knowledge Center.  

There is a DoD web policy out addressing personal information on publically accessed websites...and the AF put a cover letter on it confusing the issue somewhat by saying this information should be removed from ALL webpages, public and non-public (i.e. .mil). The ACC NOSC issued a NOTAM on this subject (linked below).  Guidance for ACC bases is to coordinate with your base Public Affairs and see what information can be posted on a publically accessable website.  For .mil restricted sites, the guidance is "standby for further guidance".
