All data are retained at the Service – Unique code and Defense Medical Information System (DMIS) ID level.

The Informix database performs scheduled backups.

Errors are corrected in the error correction unit to the same record.

Data are migrated from one table to another as they are corrected and adjusted.

Workload data entry, including respiratory therapy/pulmonary function and patient acuity, is done through workload adjustments.

Changes are carried forward through financial adjustments.

All warnings must be addressed and can be addressed only one at a time.

User-defined corrections and user-defined adjustments are similar to the Auto Move Table.

DMIS ID REASSIGNMENT IN EAS IV 

When processing the Composite Health Care System (CHCS) interface source data incoming REQUESTING  Functional Cost Code (FCC) FC** account for an ancillary Data Set, the REQUESTING FCC/DMIS ID combination will be validated in the following order:

EAS IV will change the REQUESTING DMIS ID to match the PROVIDING DMIS ID for the specific FCC only if that FCC exists on the ASD in EAS IV.  Example:

If Functional Cost Code/DMIS ID  FCDD/0120 comes into EAS IV through the CHCS/WAM interface with a PROVIDING DMIS ID of DAAA/0122 and FCC/DMIS ID FCDD/0120 is not on the ASD, EAS IV will change the REQUESTING DMIS ID to FCDD/0122.

EXPLANATION:  The description for Functional Cost Code (FCC) FCDD is Support to Other Military Activities.  In the above example, more than one DMIS ID has requested workload from another DMIS ID/site.  So that the providing DMIS ID/site can claim workload, the EAS IV server at the providing DMIS ID changes the DMIS ID to that of the providing DMIS ID.

Origin and Transfer to EAS IV:  MPM creates this file on the EAS III server monthly after completion of  EAS III Personnel Processing.    EAS III automatically places the file in the EAS III directory /usr/easiv.    MPM either FTPs the file to the EAS IV Server or uses floppy disk to move the file.   

Storage on EAS IV Server:  Save the file to the EAS IV directory D:\Program files\eas iv\data\ftp\Personnel.   File is processed using EASIV System Interfaces.

· MicroBAS (Financial) File

Origin and Transfer to EAS IV:  MPM or Budget Analyst creates the EAS Output file (afs.one) monthly.   The file is either FTPd or manually copied using floppy to EAS IV.   The EAS Output file created by MicroBAS utilizes a header record to determine the month/year of data to be processed.  The actual month and year of data is used in EAS IV.

Storage on EAS IV Server:  D:\Program files\eas iv\data\ftp\MicroBAS.   

· CHCS WAM (Dataset) File

Origin and Transfer to EAS IV:   MPM creates this file in CHCS Using CHCS WAM Options.    File is automatically transferred to EAS IV Directory D:\Program files\eas iv\data\ftp using the CHCS Electronic Transfer Utility (ETU).   It is important that the MPM and EAS IV System administration personnel keep CHCS personnel apprised of any changes to the ETU account making this transfer (ie… IP address, password etc…).  Generally, this automatic ETU process executes at night and the MPM can find the file in the D:\Program files\eas iv\data\ftp directory on EAS IV the next day.   Storage on EAS IV Server :  Move the file to D:\Program files\eas iv\data\ftp\CHCS WAM and use System Interfaces to Import/Process the file.

· ADS (SADR) File

Origin and Transfer to EAS IV:   ADS System administrator creates these file(s) at EOM after ADS data has stabilized.    File(s) are manually FTPd to the D:\Program files\eas iv\data\ftp directory on the EAS IV server.   The ADS SADR file name (not header record) is used for EAS IV to determine the Month and Year of data to be processed; i.e.  ADG.SL010199.SSSSSSS  (1 Jan FY 99 file).

Storage on EAS IV Server :  MPM manually moves the file(s) to the D:\Program files\eas iv\data\ftp\ADS SADR directory on the EAS IV server and process using System Interfaces.

Creating the SADR File in ADS

1. ADS POC logs into main ADS server with sysadmin account on F2 Session.

2. Click OPTIONS

6. Enter begin and end dates for month requested.  Be sure to enter dates to cover each day of the month requested.  The screen will hang till the file is completed.  At Larger sites this took up to 1 ¾ hours.

7. When the Screen returns you can exit from the menus and log out of the F2 session.

8. Rename the file so the name coincides with the month and calendar year of the data represented in the file.  ADS system administrator should rename SADR files prior to executing the FTP process to send to files(s) to EAS IV.  EAS IV will read the file name to determine the data in the file.  The file naming convention is ( ADG.SLMMDDYY.SSSSSSSS, thus a file with the name ADG.SL100100.SAFB0004 would represent October FY 01 data.

Transferring the file(s) to EAS IV

CREATING THE EAS IV MPF UNIX FILE
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1. After the current month’s EAS III personnel data has been processed successfully, a file must be created in  EAS IV format which can be imported and processed in EAS IV.  This is accomplished by performing the following steps:

2. Select the Personnel Subsystem……

1.  The system will display the message, “DO YOU WANT TO PROCESS MPF DATA FOR AVAILABLE FEB 1999? (Y/N)”.

4. After answering question with “Y”, and pressing return, the system will process request, creating the EAS IV MPF Unix Processing File in the /usr/easiv directory on EAS III.

1.  Give full permissions on the EAS III Unix File created, by typing the following commands either from UNIX or MUMPs.  NOTE:  These commands are very case sensitive.

FROM THE MUMPS PROMPT:  (>):  !asroot chmod 777 /usr/easiv/mpef9810

FROM THE UNIX PROMPT:  ($):  asroot chmod 777 /usr/easiv/mpef9810

NOTE:  The file name mpef9810 equates to an October 1998 file.  Your file may reflect a different date.

2.  From the EAS III main menu, MUMPS can be accessed only if your login allows access to the MUMPS prompt (>).  In such a case, press F8 twice and the MUMPS prompt (>) will appear.

1. The UNIX prompt ($) is best accessed by logging onto the console as “sitemgr”.

NOTE:  When logging on to the console with the sitemgr account, all UNIX commands must be prefaced by “asroot”; i.e.  asroot rm /usr/mumps/msmbase.

The Workload Assignment Module (WAM) Interface

UNDERSTANDING WAM

INFO:

The Workload Assignment Module (WAM) is a piece of CHCS that extracts the information requested on the SAS Detail File in WAM and places the information on the WAM templates.  The WAM interface is a very integral part of the EAS IV database.  Much of the data set information in EAS IV is produced via the WAM interface, and includes beneficiary category and CPT codes.  

· The Site Definable MEPRS File functions as the ASD of CHCS; along with the FY Core Table determines which MEPRS codes may be placed on the SAS Detail File.
· The SAS Detail File determines which SAS and MEPRS code workload will be requested from the CHCS database.
· The WAM templates reflect the data that was requested on the SAS Detail File and may be initialized (refreshed) as many times as required during the WAM 3 month processing period.  The workload may be transmitted for the past 12 months.

· WAM templates should be initialized immediately after the WWR in CHCS is created on a monthly basis.  When these two products are created/initialized “back-to-back”, they should reflect like totals.
· After initialization, and workcenter and MPM approval of WAM templates, generation of the EAS ASCII File will create the file to be transferred to EAS IV.  Transfer is accomplished by the CHCS Electronic Transfer Utility (ETU) during it’s normally scheduled time, during off-peak hours.
· When re-transferring a WAM file to EAS IV for a given month, EAS IV data set information is overridden, including any manual entries previously accomplished.  Always apply manual adjustments to data sets after the WAM interface is accomplished.  NOTE:  Adjustments to templates will not transfer to EAS IV.  Adjustments should be accomplished at Point of Entry; i.e. CHCS subsystems (Laboratory, Pharmacy, Radiology, PAS/PAD).
· CHCS WAM provides selected inpatient/outpatient and ancillary workload to EAS III/EAS IV.   Below is a list of detailed elements:  

· Beneficiary Category subtotals are supplied for Inpatient, Outpatient and ancillary.   Raw workload is grouped together and categorized according to patient status.   Groupings include:

1 – Active Duty Beneficiaries

2 – Active Duty Depn  Beneficiarirs

3 – Retired Beneficiaries

4 – Retired Depn Beneficiaries

5 – Other Beneficiaries

· CPT subtotals are supplied for Lab and Rad workload.

Core Table File and Business Rules Table

At the start of the FY All System Generated SASs are built.  INPATIENT and OUTPATIENT Cost Pool SASs are not automatically built when you Create the new FY SAS Detail File(SDF).  CHCS does not know what MEPRS Codes belong to which Cost Pools.  You must ADD these entries.  Same thing for Cost Pool codes that report data on an Ancillary SAS, you will need to ADD respective cost pool codes to Ancillary SASs using DWAM.                              

Remember when the New FY SAS Detail File is created, all changes that were made to the existing FY SAS Detail File (SAS edits, SAS inactivation) will be wiped out.  The new FY SDF is created from the new FY CORE Table.  After the initial creation, DO NOT re-create the SAS Detail File unless absolutely necessary.

Or you do not want WAM template 310 to transfer to EASIII so you go in an reject the template back to the workcenter, then you try to generate.  The generate program verifies that all templates are in an approved status prior to generation. 

So the morale to this story is currently the workload that is not CHCS system generated should be manually entered into EAS.  And if it is system generated in CHCS and you do not want the workload transmitted to EAS then the SAS in the SAS Detail File has to be inactivated.   DO NOT USE manual entry templates in CHCS.

CALCULATION OF DEPRECIATION AND FREE RECEIPTS

1. Depreciation expenses are calculated by the MEPRS Program Manager.  Depreciation (decrease in the service potential of property) dollar values for Inpatient (EAAA), Outpatient (EABA), Dental (EACA), Special Program (EADA), and Medical Readiness (EAEA), are figured at the beginning of each fiscal year and are only adjusted when equipment is no longer owned by the facility.  Determine monthly investment equipment depreciation dollar values for the above depreciation accounts for input into EAS III/EAS IV. 

NOTE:  A Depreciation and Free Receipts Excel Spreadsheet has been provided by Medical Systems, Gunter AFB, to assist the MPM compute both depreciation and Free Receipts values on a monthly basis.

2.  The following procedures apply:

a) Establish an investment equipment listing or computer database based on what the investment equipment threshold is (i.e. Investment in Equipment Dollar Value for that year).  Information on the listing or database should be limited to name, nomenclature, fiscal year in which the equipment was received, purchase price, and cost center.

b) Obtain the investment equipment purchases from the Medical Logistics Office.  If any prior equipment purchases were made that were not accounted for, make necessary adjustments for each fiscal year that applies.

c) Check the “Equipment in Use List” to ensure all items are accounted for.  This list is maintained in the Medical Logistics Office.

d) File investment equipment purchases by fiscal year purchased.

e) Investment equipment purchases are identified and separately totaled by Hospital, Dental Clinic and Dental Lab, Special Programs, and Medical Readiness purchases.

f) Apply investment equipment purchases shared by inpatient and outpatient accounts using the applicable ratio below:

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Appendix D

Items Manually Entered Into EAS IV Each Month

Each month you will have a variety of manual data to enter.  Some of this is due to not having an adhoc in EAS IV equivalent to adhoc 9012 in EAS III.  The requirement to manually enter some of these may go away as System Change Requests we submitted to EAS Project Office are incorporated into future EAS IV releases.  Below describes what needs to be entered and general information about it.

Respiratory/Inhalation Therapy (You may or may not have this at your facility):  Go to Adjustments – Workload Tab – And in the “sub-type” box, choose Respiratory Therapy/Pulmonary Function.  Use the last day of the month each month as the day you enter the information.  That way, if you ever have to go back to a previous month to adjust data, you know which date the data was originally entered on.  Business Rules won’t allow you to enter D codes (DDDA, DHAA) though EAS III would let you do it.  Solution for what to do with this:  Put somewhere else and document it or don’t enter D account info.  Consult MAJCOM for final policy guidance.  You must select from one of five beneficiary categories when entering this workload.  A detailed Patient Category to Beneficiary Category Table is available in your reports if needed.

Depreciation:  Enter this information right when you begin a new month of processing.  That will save you from getting an error that you had EA** expenses last month but not this month.  Once your depreciation worksheet has the information entered on Tab 1, and depreciation has been calculated on the worksheet, those figures on the worksheet (tab 2) will stay the same.  Free Receipts calculation won’t change the depreciation figures.

Free Receipts:  Use the spreadsheet to calculate Free Receipts.  However, you won’t be able to get the correct figure to plug into the spreadsheet until you’ve successfully migrated Financial (your Gunter rep will train you on this).  When you are validating your financial file each month, you will get three errors that you had ECHA, EDIA, and EDKA expenses last month but not this month.  You have to enter in a “fake” expense figure the first time you bring in your financial file in order to get past the error.  Then, when you have successfully migrated your financial file, you can complete the Free Receipts worksheet to get the correct amount and make a Financial Adjustment in EAS IV to the “fake” figure you entered the first time.

EEAA/Material Services Dataset (SUEE 6XX, except 641):  Each month, go to your Direct Expense Accepted By RCCC Report, run a filter on all 6XX (SUEE), and add up all 6XX expenses.  If you have a negative amount for one or more 6XX expenses, you have to subtract that amount from the total you just got.  Do not include 641 expenses whatsoever.  Adjustments – Workload – EEAA Dataset is where you enter the amount.  

Patient Acuity (May or may not have):  Go to Adjustments – Workload Tab – And in “sub-type”  box, choose Patient Acuity.  

Claims Billed:  Obtain this information from your TPC claims people and enter in Adjustments --- Workload Tab – Claims Dataset.

DFAA (Anesthesiology):  This will utilize Minutes of Service for this dataset.  

DFBA (Surgical Suite):  This will utilize Minutes of Service for this dataset.  

EDDA (Minor Construction):  If you aren’t using Hours of Service for this, but are using square footage, you need to change to using Hours of Service to comply with DOD Instruction 6010.13.  Have your Facility Management keep a record of all minor construction performed during the month, the hours, and which work center construction was done in.  Go to Adjustments – Workload – EDDA dataset to enter data.

EGAA (Biomedical Equipment Repair):  This reports work performed by EGAA for other patient care work centers.  Obtain this information from Bio Equipment Repair Section.  Keep in mind, EGAA cannot report equipment repair, calibration etc. that it performed on it’s own equipment.  This will result in an EAS IV error, since the Business Rules specify that EGAA can’t request work from EGAA.  Enter this information in Adjustments—Workload Tab—EGAA dataset.

EIA/EIB (Meal Days Served):  Obtain this information from Nutritional Medicine if your facility serves meals.  Enter in Adjustments—Workload Tab—EIA/EIB.

F Accounts Raw (Special Programs):  SAS 19 won’t exist anymore.  This dataset will collect a variety of information, including weighted procedures, dollar values, etc.  Consult AFI 41-102, section 8.5.16, for a list of the different figures you’ll collect and report in this dataset.  Obtain the information from the respective work centers and enter it into Adjustments—Workload Tab—F Account Raw dataset.

F Accounts Weighted:  At this time, you won’t enter F account weighted data.

G Accounts (Medical Readiness):  You will report both FTE data and a dollar value of your War Reserve Material  (if your facility is officially tasked with supplying WRM).  Obtain FTE data from:  EAS IV ( Reports ( Standard Reports ( Personnel Accepted Report ( Sort for all “G” FCC Accounts ( Total Available FTEs for  “G” accounts.  Obtain GEAA – Dollar Value of WR Material Maintained from Med Logistics.  They will get the value from the DFAS-DE Financial Reconciliation Report under the section for “Medical Balance Dollar Value,” column “WRM Serviceable.”  Enter into Adjustments—Workload Tab—G Accounts dataset.

Weighted Nutrition Procedures:  SAS 14 reported this in EAS III, but will now be the Weighted Nutrition Procedures dataset in EAS IV.  Obtain this information from Nutritional Medicine Services and manually enter in 

Adjustments—Workload Tab—Weighted Nutritional Procedures dataset.

EDGA (Transportation Funded):  This reports mileage for shared vehicles and should be obtained from your Vehicle Control Officer.  Consult AFI 41-102, section 8.5.35 for the details.  Enter into Adjustments—Workload Tab—EDGA dataset.

EHAA (Laundry Service):  This reports pounds of laundry issued.  Obtain this information from your laundry contractor service or facility personnel.  Enter into Adjustments—Workload Tab—EHAA dataset.

C*** (Dental Values):  Obtain the monthly Dental Service Report from Dental.  On the Lab Summary page at the very bottom are two MEPRS lines.  Enter the amount from each line exactly as shown on the report.  Do not change the location of the decimal point.

Eventually, any one of the above manual entries may be automated in future releases of EAS IV.  If you have any questions that cannot be answered by looking at AFI 41-102, please do not hesitate to call us.
