	SUBJECT:  Self-Aid and Buddy Care Requirements for Medical Personnel


1.  The attached letter signed by the Assistant Surgeon General, Expeditionary Operations, Science and Technology, further clarifies SABC training requirements mandated in the
15 Nov 01 AF/IL letter.

2.  All clinicians will continue to receive annual Wound Management training, as currently directed by AFI 41-106.  Effective immediately, all clinicians will also annually accomplish the Bandaging and Splinting and Manual Carries portions of SABC training, regardless of deployment status.  Medical personnel who require SABC (based upon their “non-clinical” AFSC) will accomplish that training on an annual basis.  Personnel exempted from SABC by AFI 36-2238, Section E, 11, will continue to be exempt.
