SUBJECT:  Tobacco Reduction Policy

1.  Tobacco use is inconsistent with a healthy, fit force.  The health risks associated with the use of tobacco products have been well documented.  To promote the health of our population, the Air Force discourages the use of all tobacco products.  One of our goals is to decrease the percentage of DoD members at Offutt AFB who use these products each year.

2.  Tobacco products are prohibited in all base facilities except Services facilities designated by the installation commander and assigned government housing.  The use of tobacco products is prohibited in the workplace and in all government vehicles to protect the health of all workers.  Spittoons will not be permitted in the workplace at any time. Tobacco use will be limited to designated areas in compliance with policy guidelines only.  Willful violation of these policies will result in appropriate administrative actions.  

3.  According to AFI 40-102, designated tobacco use areas must be away from points of ingress and/or egress to facilities and away from intake units/vents.  Therefore, tobacco use will not be permitted within 50 feet of any entrance to any facility.  Facility managers and unit commanders are responsible for ensuring that all designated tobacco use areas are in compliance with this policy.  

4.  All Commanders and senior leaders will assume responsibility and use all available forums to inform all personnel of the tobacco policy.  This should include “Right Start”, Company Grade Officer meetings, Chief’s Group meetings, Senior NCO/Enlisted Group meetings, activity councils, and commander’s calls.

5.  The final goal is a more healthy and fit force.  The Health and Wellness Center offers classes to help our AD members, retirees, family members and civilian employees in their efforts to become tobacco free.  Offutt AFB will lead the way in decreasing tobacco use by fostering lifestyles that enhance overall readiness.
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
