(a) Collect bacteriological samples after repair to document the effectiveness of disinfection procedures. 
(b) The samples shall be collected downstream of the repair location, unless the direction of the flow is unknown, in which case samples shall be collected at least five collections up and downstream from the location.
(c) Immediately place samples into a cooler with ice packs

(2) Cross Connection:
(a) Collect bacteriological samples after repair to document the effectiveness of disinfection procedures. 
(b) The samples shall be collected shall be collected at least five collections up and downstream from the location.
(c) Immediately place samples into a cooler with ice packs
b. Water Buffalos, Lyster Bags, 55 and 250 gallon drums, and 5 gallon cans:

(a) Ensure that the container was sanitized with 100 ppm of chlorine solution.

(b) The container must have the words “POTABLE WATER” on it.
(c) FAC should not be less than 1.0 ppm but no more than 2.0 ppm

4. POST RESPONSE ACTIONS:
