HAPSITE Startup Service Indicators

GC Column Pressure: 
Pressure is set by factory.  Note initial GC Column Pressure upon first Startup of new HAPSITE.  This value should not vary by more than ( 2 kPa during subsequent startups of HAPSITE.  If GC Column Pressure is outside the “initial value  ( 2 kPa” range, call Inficon for technical assistance.  

Reservoir Pressure: 
Must be above 400 kPa.  If pressure falls below 400 kPa, it indicates there is a leak in the system somewhere.  Call Inficon for technical assistance.  The HAPSITE will most likely have to be sent to Inficon for maintenance.

Total MS Pressure:  

< 5.5e-03



System is operational

Between 5.5e-03 and 6.0e-03
System is operational, but NEG pump is nearing it’s end of service life.  Ensure a new NEG pump is on hand and ready for installation to replace current NEG pump.  If a new NEG pump is not on hand, order one as soon as possible. 

> 6.0e-03
The system will indicate an error.  Technically, you can still use the HAPSITE, but the pressure may become too low for the system to function within minutes.  Replace NEG pump immediately.

( 7.0e-03
Do not use the HAPSITE until NEG pump is replaced with new one. 

HS Pressure:  
Note initial HS Pressure (when Headspace Sampler is used) upon first Startup.  This value should not vary by more than ( 5 kPa during subsequent startups of HAPSITE with HS.  If HS Pressure is outside the “initial value  ( 5 kPa” range, call Inficon for technical assistance.  This can be adjusted by resetting the flowmeter in the Tune program.
