Preparing for HAPSITE Training:

HAPSITE training involves a considerable amount of hands on work. To maximize the effectiveness of the training, a ratio of two to three students per HAPSITE is preferred. Class size should be limited to 12 students if possible. This will enable the instructor to spend ample time with each group as they work through the exercises. Special accommodations for class size and instrument/student ratio can be arranged by coordinating with your instructor prior to the class. Additional HAPSITEs can be provided for training. A nominal fee is charged to cover the expenses of shipment.  This must be coordinated with HQ ACC/SGPB at least 3 weeks in advance.
A classroom/conference room with ample space for instrument setup and student work area is recommended. Each workstation with HAPSITE and three students should be allocated 6 feet of workspace. For groups of three or less training can be performed in a lab or work area.  Each HAPSITE workstation will require two AC outlets; a normal 15AMP circuit is acceptable.

For classroom type instruction a computer compatible projector is required with a minimum resolution of 1024 X 768. If one is not available at the facility, arrangements will be made to provide one for training (inform the instructor prior to scheduling). A whiteboard and or flipchart will aid in conveying information to the students.

Low-level non-hazardous VOC’s will be used during the training; the room/facility should be compatible with use of these standards. INFICON will provide the standards and training manuals.   This has been coordinated with HQ ACC/SGPB.
Each HAPSITE will require a set of consumables for training, to be provided by the customer:

Carrier Gas: 
One can per HAPSITE per day; one additional can per Headspace per course

Internal Standard:  One can per course per HAPSITE
For a class of 12 people, 4 HAPSITEs will be used.  Therefore, 21 Carrier Gas cans and 4 IS gas cans will be needed.
