 6.3 Glossary.

This glossary contains the definition of terms, abbreviations, acronyms, and data field details most often used in the NMS application.  These entries can be found throughout the application windows and its supporting documentation.

Academic Education Level  A code used to represent the number of years of education or specific degree required in an Academic Specialty to satisfy a manpower requirement.

Academic Specialty Field  A code used to represent the area of educational endeavor in which an individual is uniquely qualified to perform.

Action Code  A code used to describe the action taken, or to be taken, on a specific Project Line Item.

Active Duty Admin Control  A condition resulting from an Air Reserve or Air National Guard Authorization's incumbent being placed under the direct administrative control of the Gaining MAJCOM to which the individual is mobilized.

Activity  A term used to describe a specific operation to be performed with in NMS.

Add Button  A button (normally active only when an item is chosen from a fist) used to add some Attribute, Value, or relationship to a fist or record.

Address  A text entry used to describe a specific location by its number and street, Post Office Box Number, or building number.

Air Force Specialty Code  A code used to represent a specific military occupational specialty, skill, or qualification.

Air Force Specialty Code Prefix  A code used with AFSC to identify a Requirement or Authorization that should be filled only by individuals with special training or experience.

Air Reserve Force Identifier  A code used to specify which reserve force (e.g., Air National Guard, Air Force Reserve, or Air Force  Reserve Individual Mobilization Augmentee) to which an organization or individual is associated.

Air Reserve Technician  A code used to identify an individual simultaneously filling both a reserve force requirement and its related peacetime civilian requirement.

Allocation  A term used to describe a document and an event that empowers a MAJCOM with the funds and authority to support its mission.  In the Requirements, Resources, Allocation, and Authorization relationship, Allocations are a collection of Resources given to a MAJCOM to fill Requirements with Authorizations.

Amount  A term used interchangeably with quantity to represent the number of items with one value.

Application  An is a term used to reference a specific function that MDS can perform.

Apply Button  A button used to perform some action within a Window without closing the window.

Apply Change to Peacetime and Authorization Button  A button used to ensure that any change made to one record is also made to its associated record.

Appropriation Source  The source of funding for a manpower requirement.

Appropriated Funds  A source of authorization funding which has been furnished through the congressional budget for the Department of Defense and further broken down to specific allocated resources to be utilized within the Air Force.

Assigned  A term used to indicate that a manpower authorization is filled by a person.

Association  A term used to establish that a relationship or dependency exist between one manpower Identity and another, or between one Attribute and another.

Attribute  A term used in place of Data Element" to describe a single component within the NMS database.  AFSC, Category, Identity, and OSC are examples of attributes.

Authority  The AF Instruction, manual, or regulation that permits an individual to perform a certain role, or empowers an agency to exercise control over people and resources.

Authorization  A term used to describe the authority to procure, assign, and pay an individual to perform the need specified by a Requirement.  In the Allocation, Resources, Requirement, and Authorization relationship, Authorizations cannot exist until a Requirement has been identified and Resources have been Allocated to support the Requirement.

Authorized Data Element  A term used to describe a data element that has been approved for Air Force-wide use and is fisted in the Air Force Corporate Data Dictionary, AFR 700-20VI, and AFR 300-4.

Automated Data Processing  The act of processing data (information) through the use of machines or computers.

Automatic Data Processing Equipment  A machine, or group of machines, used to process data (information).

Automatic Data Processing System  A collection of machines, processes, and personnel used to perform a complex series of data processing operations.

Available  A term used to describe those Resources that have not been used to support the mission through Suballocation, Obligation, or Expenditure.

Backup/Restore  A term used to describe the action which causes a data base to be represented as it existed at some historical point-in-time.

Balance  A numerical value representing the unused portion of a given quantity.

Base Operating Support  A term used to identify the support needed to maintain a main operating base.  It represents a level of manpower needed to provide a level of service to the unit or the mission of the installation assigned.

Cancel Button  A button used to close a Window without taking any action to update the MDS database.

Cancel Query Button  A button used to exit or terminate a query.

Career Progression Group  A code used to represent a collection of Career Groups using the first three characters of the AFSC.

Category  A term used to segregate the various types of Air Force personnel into three distinctive groups.  They are: Officer, Enlisted, and Civilian.

Change Control Number  A code used to identify a specific Project containing actions to be implemented within the Manpower Data System.  

Change Control Number/Transaction Number  A code used to identify a specific Air Force project containing Resources Allocated to a MAJCOM  (Typically, CCN is 8AN and TRN is 6AN representing a date.) Also known as the Identifier in the Projects area.

Central Civilian Personnel Office  The CCP code designates the location of the servicing Civilian Personnel Office.

Civilian  A term used to describe an individual employed by the armed forces that is neither Enlisted nor Officer.

Civilian Employment Group Category  A term used to segregate Civilian employees into distinctive groups based upon pay plans, types of appointment, and authorities for appointment.

Civilian Human Resources Management System  A data system used to optimize the financial and human resource mix.  CHRMS is able to split Authorizations in order to acquire more than one individual from the funds provided by one authorization.  As a result, CHRMS may generate new Position Numbers which must be tracked by MDS.

Clear Button  A button used to return a Window to its original settings, but leave it open for continued use.  If appropriate, the related query window will be redisplayed.  The MDS database is not updated.

Close Button  A button used to close a Window without taking any update action.  If appropriate, the previous window will be re-displayed.  The MDS database is not updated.

Commercial Activity  A term used to describe a product or service that is obtainable (or has been obtained) from a commercial source.

Connect Button  A button used to establish a relationship between two fists, two windows, or two Attributes.  The Connect Button is most frequently used to connect Panel to a Window level List.

Consolidated Base Personnel Office  Must be a 2-character alphanumeric and cannot equal “00”.  CBP Code designates the location of the servicing military personnel flight. 

Contract Manpower Equivalent  A code used to identify a Requirement that is being satisfied by a contractor.  The CME reflects the in-house man-years that would be required to satisfy the Requirement if it were not contracted-out.

Count  A statement of the number of occurrences of a given item or event.

Country Code  A code used to identify a specific nation.  It is provided to aid the resource manager in determining where allocated resources are intended to be employed, or spent.

Create  A term used to describe the act of establishing or originating MDS records that did not previously exist.  For example, establishing a new manpower requirement, authorization, MAJCOM project, or organization.

Critical Military Skill  A code used to label an AFSC that does not have a sufficient number of trained personnel to support AF contingencies.

DD  MMM YYYY  The valid date format for MDS.

Database  A term used to describe a complete collection of records pertaining to an Automated Data Processing System.

Data Table  A term used to describe a table of data within a specific data base which contains specific information to that table and the application is supports.

Date Of Update  A term used to describe the MDS generated date assigned to a Project when the actions proposed by the Project were used to change the MDS database.

Delete Button  A button used to remove an item from a list.  Choose (highlight) a line of data in the displayed fist and choose the Delete Button to remove the data from the list.

Department of Defense Function Code  A code representing a generic function or activity performed by all branches of the armed forces.

Description  A clear text description of an Attribute or Attribute Value.

Detachment  A term used to describe an element of a larger organization.  A Detachment has its own identity and is normally geographically separated from the parent organization.

Difference  The amount by which one quantity is greater or less than another.

Disconnect Button  A button used to break a relationship between two lists, two Windows, or two Attributes.

Duty  A code used to identify those Requirements or Authorizations that levy specific roles, duties, or titles on the individual filling them.  When a Requirement or Authorization has an associated DTY, the DTY Value will be used in place of AFSC Title on all MDS displays and print products.

Effective Date  A term used to describe the date a Requirement, Authorization, MAJCOM Project, or Organization becomes effective.

Employment Status  A term used to describe the nature of an individual's employment.  They are: Full-time, Part-time, Temporary, and Intermittent.

Enlisted  A term used to describe a member of the Armed Forces serving in a noncommissioned status.  See also, Civilian and Officer.

Execute Button  A button used to initiate a query.

Expenditure  A term used to describe the consumption of Resources to satisfy a Requirement.

Field Operating Agency  A component of the United States Air Force that performs specific field activities under the operational control of a HQ USAF functional manager.

Filter  A process that limits which data is selected for subsequent processing or display.

Filter Button  A button used to execute the Filter Function.

Find Button  A button used to enter the query mode.

Fiscal Year Quarter  A code used to represent a 3-month period within a fiscal year.  It is expressed as fiscal year (YY) and a specific quarter within that year (Q).  For example; 952 represents the second 3-month period of fiscal year 1995.

Free Form Remarks  A function that allows the user to establish personalized or unique remarks codes and descriptions.

Functional Account Code  A code used to group the various Functions (operations) within an Organization.  Functional Category (FCT).

Functional Category  A code used to represent the general funding category of a Requirement.

Grade  A code used to identify the level of advancement that an individual must possess in order to satisfy a Requirement.  Also, a code used to identify an individuals present level of advancement.

Gaining MAJCOM  The MAJCOM that will receive Guard/Reserve requirements upon mobilization.

Grade Sequence Number  A code used to sort grades from General to Airman for subsequent use in a display or print product.

Group  A collection of persons or objects sharing like responsibilities and /or privileges.

Help Button  A button used to execute the MDS Help utility.

Identification  A word, a name, or a series of numbers and or letters used to uniquely label a person, place, or thing.

Identifier  A term used to represent the CCN/TRN of a specific project.  It is 14 characters long and can contain both alpha and numeric characters.

Identity  A term used to segregate the various types of Categories into distinctive groups.  They are: Active Duty, Reserve, Guard, Individual Mobilization Augmentee (IMA), Non-Permanent Party (NPP).

Individual Mobilization Augmentee  A term used to identify a member of the reserve forces who trains with one reserve or active unit, but can be attached to another unit during contingencies or mobilizations.

Installation  A term used to describe a geographic location where military operations or duties are conducted.

Installation Location Code  Must be four characters (no numbers) and cannot be blank or contained spaces.  The ILC is a 4-character field used to identify the installation where the manpower authorization is located.  

Installation Location Kind  A code used to indirectly describe the nature and capabilities of an Installation ( AFS for Air Force Station, AFB for Air Force Base, etc.).

Installation Location Name  A term used to assign a unique title to each Installation.

Installation State or Country  A code used to represent the state or country in which an Installation is physically located.
Joint Chiefs of Staff  A body of military leaders from each branch of the armed forces charged with the direction and control of all operations involving more than one branch of service.

Major Command  A code used to identify a major subdivision within the Air Force directly subordinate to HQ USAF and charged with the management and performance of a specific portion of the Air Force mission.

Management Agency  A term used to describe the office responsible for the management and control of reserve force authorizations during contingency operations.

MET  The MET code designates the location of the servicing Manpower and Quality Office.

Manpower Data System  An Automated Information System designed to provide the capability to manage and control manpower resources.  It has the capability to receive, edit, modify, compare, simulate, update, extract, and output manpower organization data in various formats and levels of detail.

Manpower File Part  A term used to describe the grouping of requirements within manpower systems.  They are: Active Duty, Reserve, Individual Mobilization Augmentee (IMA), Non-Permanent Party (NPP).  Also known as Identity.

Manpower Standards Implementation  A code used to represent the type of Manpower Standard used to determine the Manpower Requirements for a work center.

Manpower Type Code  A code used to represent the various forms of manpower.  Manpower Type Codes entries are: Wartime Execution, Authorization, Peacetime, Wartime Plan, Contract Man-year Equivalent (CME).

Mission Essential Code  A code used to represent why a Requirement or Authorization is either military or civilian.  A position is considered to be military essential if it contributes to the prosecution of war (combat, combat support, or combat service support), exercises Uniform Code of Military Justice authority, is required by law to be military because of custom or tradition, is needed for overseas rotations, or possesses a skill not available in civilian resources.  Workloads that are not military essential are performed by civilians or contract services.

Mobilization Status  A term used to describe the present condition of an individual or unit attached to the Reserve or Guard forces.  Mobilization Status entries are: Not Mobilized, Volunteer, Presidential Select Reserve Call-up, Partially Mobilized, Fully Mobilized.

Modify Button  A button used to change the data with a specific panel or window from its current state.

Non Appropriated Fund  A term used to describe an activity that do not use Appropriated Funds to maintain daily operations.  Also, an individual employed by a Non Appropriated Fund activity.

Non-Permanent Party  Authorizations or Requirements over which the Air Force does not exercise control; actively manned by sister services or by foreign governments and the United States, including joint/unified and specified commands; activities of other military departments; US Government agencies outside of the Department of Defense; and Air Force personnel who are in a student or transient status.

Numbered Air Force  An intermediate level of organization and command within the Air Force.

Obligation  A term used to describe the act of committing (promising) funds (resources) to satisfy a known or proposed requirement.

Occupational Series  A code identity a specific qualification required of the civilian employee occupying the related authorization.

Officer  A term used to describe a member of the Armed Forces serving in a commissioned status.  See also, civilian and enlisted.

OK Button  A button used to close the window and perform or execute any required action.

Operating Location Number  A code used to identify the location of a unit that is part of a larger unit, but is physically/geographically separated from the larger unit.

Organization  A term used to describe a collection of activities or people.

Organization Kind  A term used to describe the fundamental purpose of an organization.  Some examples are: Supply, Civil Engineering, Transportation, or Maintenance.

Organization Number  A term used to distinguish one Kind of organization from another.  For example, the 347 Civil Engineer and the 24 Civil Engineer Flight.

Organization Type  A code used to identify the level of responsibility and authority an organization holds within the overall structure of an Installation, as well as the Air Force.  Some examples are: Flight, Group, Wing, and Center.

Organizational Structure Code  A code used to identify where a group of authorizations belongs within the overall organization.  OSCs typically identify the specific submissions within an organization, and the authorizations designated to accomplish that mission.

Organization Title  A term used to assign a unique title to each Organization.

Panel  A term used to describe an independent component or function within a MDS Window.  Panels usually contain a list, or perform some specific action in support of the parent window.

Paragraph  A term used to describe a specific reference within an Air Force Instruction, Regulation, or Manual.

Parent MAJCOM Identity  Must be a 2-character alphanumeric and cannot be blank or contain spaces.  The PMI identifies the Parent MAJCOM of subordinate units.
Parent Position Number  A term used to describe a Position number that was used by CHRMS as the source for one or more new position number.

PAS Record Condition  A code used to identify the type of resources associated with an existing PAS record (00 = Active only, 01 = reserves only,  02 = guard only, 03 = Active and IMA).

Personnel Accounting Level  A code used to identify the relative position of an organization among all organizations in the Air Force.

Password  A term used to describe a code used by an individual to establish their authority or privilege to access the various features within MDS.

Personnel Accounting Symbol  The PAS identifies the organization to which a manpower authorization belongs.  The PAS has four alphanumeric characters and each organization has its own PAS.

Personnel Reliability Program  A code used to identify a requirement or authorization that can be filled only by individuals that meet certain psychological profiles.

Point of Contact  Typically referring to the individual or office responsible for the subject or matter at hand.

Position or Position Number  A term used to describe a series of alphanumeric characters used to distinguish one requirement from another.

Pre-MDS  A term used to describe the period in time and the manpower systems in use before the implementation of the Manpower Data System.

Prefix  A code used with AFSC to identify a Requirement or Authorization that should be filled only by individuals with a specific skill.  The skill is a component of the AFSC, but one that is not commonly practiced.

Print Button  A button used to generate a report based on the information displayed on a list or Window.

Print Function  This function provides the capability to generate a report based on the information displayed on the Window.

Privilege  A term used to describe the authority to read, write, or execute some feature of MDS.

Productivity Improvement Program  A code used to identify a specific program or initiative employed to enhance productivity.

Program Element Code  A code used to identify the program or subdivision of programs within the Presidential Budget and the USAF Financial Program that provides the authority and funds for a Requirement.

Project  A term used to describe the process used to propose and effect changes to the MDS database.

Project Creation Date  A term used to describe the MDS generated date assigned to each Project to identify the date it was initiated.

Project ID  Format:  14AN (Any combination of letters, numbers, spaces, slashes (/), or dashes A code used to identify the unique name or set of characters used to distinguish one Project from another.  See also CCN/TRN and Identifier.

Project Line Item  A term used to describe one line of information within a Project.

Project Simulation  A term used to describe the act of simulating the update of a Project.  Reports are generated to show how the MDS database will change if the Project is updated.  The MDS data base is not actually changed.

Project Update  A term used to describe the act of updating the MDS database by implementing the proposed changes in a Project.  The MDS database is permanently changed.

Projection  A term used to describe the date the Value of an Attribute is to become effective.

Quantity (Qty)  A term used to describe the numerical value of an Attribute.

Rated Position Identifier (RPI)  A code used to identify a Requirement or Authorization that should be filled only by individuals with a specific operational flying rating, can be either Enlisted or Officer.  Now known as Flying Position Identifier (FPI).

Rationale  A term used to describe the explanation or justification for taking the related action.

Ready Reserve  A term used to describe the combination of Air Force Reserve and Air National Guard (reserve) forces.

Realignment  A term used to describe the act of moving a Resource from one Project to another.

Receipt Date  A term used to describe the date that an Allocation was received from Headquarters, United States Air Force.

Refresh  A term used to identify a full file restore to or from MDS.

Refresh Button  A button used to redisplay the same Window with a fresh image taken directly from the current MDS database.

Refresh Function  This function generates a call to the database to retrieve the most current information and use it to overwrite (replace) the information presently displayed.  Refresh is provided in order to re-populate the information displayed in a Window that has been opened for an extended period of time.

Regulation  A term used to describe an official document that establishes authority or provides instruction.

Remarks (Air Force [RMK],Command [CRK], or Local [LRK])  A term used to describe Local, MAJCOM or Air Force level comments or details about a Requirement or Authorization.

Requirement (REQ)  A term used to describe the specific qualifications needed to perform a task or function.  In the Requirements, Resources, Allocation, and Authorization relationship, Requirements are a pure statement of need and are determined without regard to the availability of Resources or Allocations, and can exist without a matching Authorization.  In the Projects area, a requirement is either a Peacetime or Wartime Plan manpower type.

Requirement ID  A code used to identify the unique name or set of characters used to distinguish one Requirement from another.

Requirement Effective Date  A term used to describe the date when a Requirement becomes effective if it is not a current requirement.  NOTICE: In MDS, a Requirement can have multiple images, its current image and one or more Projections.
Required Language Identity  A code used to identify a Requirement or Authorization that should be filled only by individuals with specific foreign language skills.

Resource  A term used describe a collection of manpower funds associated to a specific Allocation.  In the Requirements, Resources, Allocation, and Authorization relationship, Resources are the moneys used to purchase an Authorization in order to satisfy a Requirement.

Resource Expenditure  A term used to describe the act of spending Resources to fund a Requirement, thereby creating an Authorization.

Resource Line Item  A term used to describe one line of information within a Resource Project.

Resource Obligation  A term used to describe the active reserves a specific quantity of Resources for a specific use or Project.  The Resource is Expended when the Project is updated.

Role  A term used to describe a capability given to an MDS users.  Roles give the user the Privilege to Read, Read/Write, Access, or Not Access the various subsystems within MDS.

Security Access Requirement  A code used to identify a Requirement or Authorization that should be filled only by individuals with a specific security clearance.

Sensitive Compartment Information  A code used to identify a Requirement or Authorization that should be filled only by individuals with a security clearance authorizing them to handle Compartment Information.

Sourced  The term used to identify a Peacetime or Wartime Plan manpower type that has an Authorization associated to it or resources obligated against it.

Special Experience Identifier  A code used with AFSC to identify a Requirement or Authorization that should be filled only by individuals with a special skill or advanced training in their primary AFSC.

State  The abbreviation for a geographical area having specific boundaries.

Suballocation  A term used to describe the act of a MAJCOM Allocating a group of Resources to a subordinate activity.  The subordinate activity, usually a Wing Manpower Office, has the authority to Obligate the Resources to Requirements.

Sub Command  A term used to describe a group of organizations, identified by the MAJCOK established for the purpose of distinguishing a set of Requirements.

Template  A term used to describe a general plan or blueprint of a unit, to include its OSC/FAC information.

Through Date  A term used to describe the date when the authority or funding of a Requirement, Authorization MAJCOM, Project, or Organization expires.

Totals  The sum of a series of numerical values.

Unassigned  A term used to describe a user who has been added to MDS at the operating system level, but who has not had user access/permissions established in the NMS application.

Unit Manpower Document  A detailed manpower listing reflecting the distribution of manpower allocations into a finite structure of Authorizations and Requirements.

Unit Organization Identifier  A term used to assign a unique title to each Organization.

Unit Type Code  A code used to identify a specific contingency requirement to a specific workload or task.  UTCs are used to identify the general capabilities of Air Force Units.

United States Air Force  The branch of the United States armed forces responsible for air and space military operations.

Unsatisfactory Rotation Index  A code used with AFSC to identify a Requirement or Authorization that lacks sufficient military authorizations in the continental United States to provide an adequate rotation and training base to satisfy overseas Requirements.

Unsourced  The term used to identify a Peacetime or Wartime Plan manpower type that does not have an Authorization associated to it or resources obligated against it.

User-ID  A code used to identify an individual who has the right to access and or manipulate the MDS database.

Value  A term used to describe the code, quantity, or variable associated to an Attribute.  For example; the code "3UO91" is one of many possible values for the AFSC Attribute, and "1C" is one of many possible values for the MAC Attribute.

View  A view is a mechanism which defines a data base user's data access.  The view restricts the user to retrieving/accessing only that information defined in the user’s view, regardless of the total information in the database.

Window  A term used to describe the technology and presentation form used to support MDS.  Windows are the bordered images, or screens that supply the MDS user with the ability to enter, retrieve, and maintain MDS data.  This definition is presented to you in a Window.

Write  A term used to describe the act of storing, or placing, information on data storage media.
